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Bu calisma, 31 Mart 2024 tarihinde gergeklestirilecek yerel belediye secimlerinde siyasal partilerin belediye baskan
adaylarini se¢me sirecglerinde kadin adaylarin tercih edilme egilimini incelemektedir. Arastirmanin amaci, kadin
adaylarin sayisinin azhgl ve temsil sorununu ele almak ve bu durumun kadinlar icin yarattigi cesitli sorunlara isik
tutmaktir. Calisma, kadin adaylarin azliginin politika yapim siireglerine eril bir bakis agisi getirdigini, kadin sorunlarina
yabancilasmayi tesvik ettigini ve toplumsal cinsiyet rollerini pekistirdigini 6ne siirmektedir. Bu durum, toplumsal
cinsiyet esitliginin saglanmasinda énemli bir engel teskil etmekte ve genis kapsamli politika yapiminda kadinlarin
seslerinin eksikligine yol agmaktadir. Bu arastirmada, 2024 yerel segimlerindeki kadin ve erkek adaylarin sayisal
dagihmini analiz etmek Uzere nicel veri analizi yéntemi kullanilmistir. Yiiksek Sec¢im Kurulu (YSK) tarafindan
yayimlanan resmi aday istatistikleri, kadin adaylarin oranini ve partilerin kadin aday tercihlerini ortaya koymak
amaciyla incelenmistir. Calisma, siyasi partilerin kadin adaylari ne kadar destekledigini ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi
acisindan bu tercihlerin ne anlama geldigini degerlendirmektedir. Ayrica, elde edilen veriler, toplumsal cinsiyet rolleri
ve siyasi temsiliyet baglaminda literatiirle karsilastirilarak analiz edilmis ve yorumlanmistir. Bu yontem, kadinlarin
siyasi alandaki varliginin genel egilimlerini ve zaman igindeki degisimlerini anlamaya yardimci olmustur. Hipotezimiz,
siyasal partilerin kadin aday gésterme konusunda yetersiz kaldigi ve bu durumun toplumsal cinsiyet temsili agisindan
ciddi sorunlar yarattigl yonindedir. Arastirma evreni, 2024 yerel secimlerine katilan tiim siyasi partiler ve adaylaridir.
Calismanin bulgulari, kadin aday sayisinin artirilmasinin, politika yapma sirecglerinde daha kapsayici ve cesitliligi
yansitan bir yaklasimin benimsenmesine olanak taniyacagini gostermektedir. Ayrica, toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin
saglanmasi ve kadinlarin toplumda daha gigli bir konuma sahip olabilmesi icin politik temsilinin 6nemi
vurgulanmaktadir. Bu ¢alisma, kadinlarin siyasetteki temsilini artirmaya yonelik stratejiler gelistiriimesine katkida
bulunmayi amaglamaktadir.

POLITICAL PARTIES AND FEMALE CANDIDATE PREFERENCES:
AN ANALYSIS OF THE 2024 MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS

Abstract

This study examines the inclination of political parties to nominate female candidates for mayoral positions in the
local municipal elections scheduled for March 31, 2024. The objective of this research is to address the scarcity of
female candidates and the representation issue, shedding light on various problems this situation creates for
women. The paper argues that the underrepresentation of women introduces a masculine perspective into policy-
making processes, encourages alienation from women's issues, and reinforces traditional gender roles. This scenario
significantly hinders the achievement of gender equality and leads to a lack of women's voices in comprehensive
policy-making.
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This study adopts a quantitative analysis methodology, utilizing official electoral statistics to scrutinize the gender
composition of candidates in the 2024 municipal elections. It aims to shed light on the nomination strategies of
political parties regarding female candidates, within the context of societal gender roles and representation. The
analysis involves a comparative evaluation of the data from previous elections to identify trends and shifts in gender
representation among candidates. Additionally, the study explores the impact of political parties' policies on female
candidacy and examines the correlation between party ideology and the proportion of female candidates. This
approach facilitates a comprehensive understanding of the dynamics influencing female participation in political
leadership positions and contributes to the discourse on gender equality in political representation. Our hypothesis
suggests that political parties are falling short in nominating female candidates, which poses serious concerns for
gender representation. The universe of the study encompasses all political parties and candidates participating in
the 2024 local elections. Findings indicate that increasing the number of female candidates could facilitate the
adoption of a more inclusive and diverse approach in policy-making processes. Furthermore, the study emphasizes
the importance of political representation in achieving gender equality and empowering women within society. This
research aims to contribute to the development of strategies to enhance the representation of women in politics.

Toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi, modern toplumlarin
temel degerlerinden biri olarak kabul edilirken,
siyasi arenada bu esitligin saglanmasi, énemli bir
konu olarak karsimiza c¢ikmaktadir. Kadinlarin
siyasette yeterince temsil edilmemesi, sadece
demokratik degerlerin eksikligine isaret etmekle
kalmaz, ayni zamanda politika yapim sireglerinin
kapsayiciligini ve etkinligini de ciddi sekilde sinirlar.
Kadinlar, toplumun yarisini olusturmalarina ragmen,
siyasi karar alma mekanizmalarinda yeterince temsil
edilmediklerinde, bu durum, politikalarin genis bir
kesimin ihtiyag ve gorislerini yansitmamasina
neden olmaktadir.

Kadin adaylarin siyasi secimlerdeki azhgi, erkek
egemen siyasi kurumlarin ve sireglerin bir
yansimasidir. Bu durum, toplumsal cinsiyet rolleri ve
beklentileri tarafindan sekillendirilen derin kokli
normlar ve onyargilarla beslenmektedir. Kadinlarin
siyasete katihminin disukligi, sadece aday olarak
secilmeleriyle ilgili bir sorun degildir; ayni zamanda
kadinlarin siyasi partiler icinde liderlik
pozisyonlarina ulagsmalarinin 6niindeki engellerle ve
genel olarak siyasi sireclere etkin bir sekilde
katilimlariyla da ilgilidir.

Bu makalenin amaci, 31 Mart 2024 tarihinde
gerceklestirilecek yerel belediye secimlerinde,
siyasal partilerin kadin adaylari tercih etme
egilimlerini incelemektir. Bu inceleme, kadinlarin
siyasi temsilindeki mevcut durumu
degerlendirirken, kadin adaylarin azliginin politika
yapim sireglerine, toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine ve
demokratik katilima nasil etki ettigini ortaya
koymayi amaglamaktadir. Arastirma, politika yapim
sureclerinde kadinlarin seslerinin eksikliginin, eril
bakis agisinin  hakim olmasina ve genis bir
yelpazedeki kadin sorunlarinin géz ardi edilmesine
nasil yol actigini ele alacak, toplumsal cinsiyet
rollerini  pekistiren mevcut dinamikleri ve bu
dinamiklerin Ustesinden gelmek icin
uygulanabilecek stratejileri tartisacaktir.

Sonug¢ olarak da bu makale, kadinlarin siyasi
temsilinin artirilmasinin 6nemini vurgulayacak ve
toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi ile demokratik degerlerin
glclendirilmesi icin gerekli adimlari  6nermeyi
hedefleyecektir. Kadinlarin siyasetteki temsilini

artirmak, sadece adil ve esit bir toplumun insasi icin
degil, ayni zamanda daha kapsayici, duyarh ve etkili
politikalarin olusturulmasi icin de kritik 6neme
sahiptir. Bu calisma, kadinlarin siyasi arenada daha
glcli bir sekilde temsil edilmesi gerektiginin altini
cizmekte ve bu yonde atilacak adimlar konusunda
bilgi ve 6neriler sunmaktadir.

1. TOPLUMSAL CiNSIYET VE KADIN

Toplumsal cinsiyet kavrami, toplumlarin
kadinlik ve erkeklik Gzerine kurdugu normlar ve bu
iki cinsiyete atfettigi rollerin bir bitlintdir. Bu
kavram, insanlarin biyolojik olarak kadin ya da erkek
olmalari ile iliskilendirilse de aslinda bireylerin bu
kimlikler etrafinda sekillenen toplumsal beklentileri
ve algilari yansitir. Toplumsal cinsiyetin 6zellikleri ve
normlari,  bireylerin  sosyalizasyon siirecinde
ogrenilir ve bu bilgiler, kusaktan kusaga aktarilarak
surddrdlir. Bu baglamda, toplumsal cinsiyet,
biyolojik cinsiyetlerden temelde ayri bir olgu olarak
ele alinir (Giinay ve Bener, 2011; Yasin-Dokmen,
2010).

Toplumsal  cinsiyet, kadinlarla  erkekler
arasindaki biyolojik ve cinsel farkliliklarin toplumsal
anlamlandiriimis bir dizenini ve iliskiler agini ifade
eder; bu, sabit veya degismez dogal farklar tzerine
kurulu bir yapt olmayip, bireylerin fiziksel
farkhliklarinin toplum icindeki anlam ve 6nemini
belirleyen bir cinsiyetler arasi organizasyondur
(Sancar, 2016, s. 179).

Toplumsal cinsiyet vyalnizca fiziksel veya
biyolojik 6zelliklerle sinirh degil ayni zamanda bu
farkhliklarin ~ kdltiirel, sosyal ve  ekonomik

baglamlarda nasil algilandigi ve degerlendirildigiyle
ilgilidir. Toplumsal cinsiyetin bu yapisi, kadin ve
erkeklerin sosyal rollerini, beklentilerini ve iliskilerini
sekillendiren ve bunlar bir ¢ercevede dizenleyen
bir sistem olarak islev gormektedir. Bu sistem,
cinsiyet temelli ayrimciligin ve esitsizligin temelini
olustururken, ayni zamanda bu yapisal 6gelerin
toplum tarafindan yeniden degerlendirilmesi ve
dondstirilmesi icin bir alan sunmaktadir.

Toplumsal  cinsiyet,  biyolojik  temellere
dayanmaksizin, toplumlar ve kilturler tarafindan
sekillendirilen ve bu nedenle icerigi kiltirden
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kiltire farkliik gosteren bir "cinsiyet roli" veya
"cinsel kimlik" olarak tanimlanmaktadir. Bu kavram,
bireyler arasindaki cinsiyet ayriminin 6tesinde,
cinsiyetlere dayali gii¢ dinamiklerini ve aralarindaki
esitsiz iliskileri de ifade etmektedir (Berktay, 1996,
s. 16). Bu acgidan bakildiginda, toplumsal cinsiyet
yalnizca erkek ve kadin arasindaki fiziksel farklara
atifta bulunmakla kalmaz, ayni zamanda bu farklarin
toplumsal yapilarda nasil algilandigini ve cinsiyetler
arasindaki giic paylasimini da kapsamaktadir. Bu
kavram, bireylerin cinsiyete dayali rollerini,
statllerini ve bu rollerin toplum icerisindeki gig
dengelerini nasil  sekillendirdigini anlamamiza
yardimci  olmakta, boylelikle cinsiyet temelli
ayrimcitligin  ve sosyal adaletsizliklerin kdklerine
inme imkani sunmaktadir.

2. TOPLUMSAL CiNSIYET ROLLERI

Toplumsal cinsiyet rolleri, toplumun erkeklere
ve kadinlara atfettigi ve onlardan bekledigi cinsiyete
dayali davranis ve o6zellikler batinidir. Bu roller,
toplumun cinsiyet bazinda olusturdugu stereotipleri
ve kadinlarla erkekler igin dngordtgi farkhliklari
temsil etmektedir. Toplumsal cinsiyet rolleri,
kadinlik ve erkeklik tanimlarinin sosyal cevrede nasil
temsil edildigini ortaya koymaktadir. Bu baglamda,
cinsiyet roll, bireylere atfedilen ve onlardan
beklenen karakteristik Ozellikler ve davranislar
olarak anlasiilmakta ve bu roller, toplumsal ve
kaltdrel beklentileri  yansitmaktadir. Erkek
davraniglari icin maskdlen, kadin davranislari igin ise
feminen olarak nitelendirilen bu roller, erkege
yonelik olarak gliclllik, cesaret, liderlik gibi; kadina
yonelik olarak ise sefkatlilik, duyarlilik, uysallik gibi
ozellikler icermektedir (Bourdieu, 2015, s. 87).
Toplumsal cinsiyet rolii, bireylerin sosyal yasamda
Gzerlerine aldiklar ve toplumsal beklentilere gore
sekillenen birtakim kiyafetler gibi dislinilebilmekte;
kadinlar ve erkekler, bu rolleri kendilerine uygun
gorilen sekillerde tasiyarak toplumsal sahnede var
olmaktadir. Bu roller, bireylerin sosyal kimliklerini
insa etmelerine ve toplumsal iliskilerde nasil
konumlandirldiklarini anlamalarina yardimci
olurken, ayni zamanda cinsiyete dayali ayrimciligin
ve rol beklentilerinin de temelini olusturmaktadir.

Toplumsal cinsiyet kiltlrl, derin kokleri olan
ve toplum igerisinde kadinlara ve erkeklere yonelik
belirli 6zelliklerin, davranis kaliplarinin ve rollerin

atfedildigi genis bir yapiyi ifade etmektedir. Bu yapi,
idealize edilen kadin ve erkek imajlarini
sekillendirirken, bu iki cinsiyet arasinda belirgin
farklar olusturmakta ve bireylerin kimliklerini bu
farklar Gzerinden tanimlamalarini tesvik etmektedir.
Kadinlara yonelik atfedilen o6zellikler genellikle,
toplumsal uyumu ve iliskilerdeki uyumu 6n plana
cikaran, empatiye dayali, duygusal derinligi ve
anlayisi simgeleyen, ayni zamanda nezaket ve
naziklik gibi bariscil davranislari icermektedir. Bu
ozellikler, kadinlari daha ¢ok icsel ve duygusal bir
varlik olarak konumlandirmakta ve toplum
icerisinde belirli bir rol modeli olarak sunmaktadir
(Sakall, 2003, s. 13).

Ote yandan, erkeklere atfedilen ozellikler,
bagimsizligl, rekabetciligi ve kendine olan gliveni
vurgulamaktadir. Bu, erkeklerin daha aktif, etkili ve
kontrol eden bir rol Ustlenmeleri gerektigi anlamina
gelmektedir. Bu nitelikler, liderlik, karar verme
yetenegi ve zorluklar karsisinda dahi dik durabilme
kabiliyeti gibi toplumda genellikle pozitif
degerlendirilen ozelliklerle iliskilendirilmektedir. Bu
ayrimcilik, erkeklerin toplumsal hiyerarsi igerisinde
daha baskin ve etkin bir konumda olmalarini
gerektiren bir beklenti yaratmaktadir (Metin, 2008,
s. 76).

Cocuklarin sosyalizasyon sireci, bu rollerin
ve oOzelliklerin aktariimasinda kritik bir 6neme
sahiptir. Aileler, egitim kurumlari, medya ve genis
toplumsal c¢evre, cocuklara cinsiyetlerine uygun
davranis kaliplarini, degerleri ve beklentileri
ogretmektedir. Bu Ogrenme sireci, c¢ocuklarin
kendilerini ve cevrelerini nasil algiladiklarini
derinden etkilemekte ve onlarin yetiskinlik
donemlerindeki  kimliklerinin, iliskilerinin  ve
toplumdaki rollerinin temelini olusturmaktadir.
Dolayisiyla, c¢ocuklar bu o6gretilen degerleri
icsellestirmekte ve buyudiklerinde, 06grenilmis
rolleri ve davranislari, kendi ¢ocuklarina ve
toplumun geng [Uyelerine aktararak toplumsal
cinsiyet kaliplarinin ve beklentilerinin nesilden
nesile devam etmesini saglamaktadir.

Bu siireg, toplumsal cinsiyet kaliplarinin sadece
bireysel diizeyde degil, ayni zamanda kiiltirel ve
toplumsal yapilar iginde nasil derinlemesine yerlesik
ve kendini yeniden d{reten bir yapr oldugunu
gostermektedir. Toplumsal cinsiyetin bu sekilde
icsellestirilmesi ve aktarilmasi, bireylerin toplum
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icindeki iliskilerini, firsat esitligini ve toplumsal
dinamikleri sekillendiren 6nemli bir faktordiir. Bu
nedenle, toplumsal cinsiyet rollerinin ve
beklentilerinin anlasiimasi ve sorgulanmasi, daha
adil ve esitlikgi  bir toplum yapisina dogru
ilerlemenin temel taglarindan biridir.

2.1.Cinsiyet Rollerinde Feminist Teori

Feminist teorilerin 1si8inda, tarim devrimi
Oncesine dayanan geleneksel toplum vyapilari,
cinsiyetler arasi statili esitligi ya da kadinlarin baskin
oldugu anaerkil sistemler olarak yorumlanmaktadir.
Marini  (1990) bu donemlerde kadinlarin
dogurganhk kapasitelerinin, toplumsal hiyerarside
erkeklere karsi Ustlinlik sagladigi  gorislini
savunmaktadir. Arat (1986) gibi distnurler, kadinin
bu biyolojik 6zelliginin, toplum icindeki prestijini

artirdigina  isaret etmektedir. Tekeli (1988)
tarafindan vyapilan analizler, kadinlarin tarih
boyunca surekli ezilen bir grup olarak gorilmesinin
her donem igin gecerli olmadigini ortaya
koymaktadir.

Anaerkil toplumlar  olarak  adlandirilan

dénemlerde dahi, cinsiyete dayali is bolimunin
varligi bilinmektedir. Meulenbent (1987) ve Marini
(1990) cahsmalarinda, erkeklerin avcilik gibi fiziksel
guc gerektiren islerle, kadinlarin ise toplayicilik gibi
faaliyetlerle mesgul olduklarini  belirtmektedir.
Bhasin (2003), bu doénemin kadin merkezli
olmasindan otiir(, agikga anaerkil bir diizenin hakim
oldugunu ifade etmektedir. Ancak Tekeli'nin (1988)

vurguladigi gibi, tarim devrimiyle birlikte 0zel
milkiyetin ortaya cikisi, yerlesik hayata gecis ve
ataerkil aile yapisinin  olusumu, kadinlarin
toplumdaki 6nci konumlarinin azalmasina vyol
agmistir.

Bu baglamda, kadinlarin tarih boyunca degisen
toplumsal rolleri ve statileri, cinsiyetler arasi gli¢
dinamiklerinin karmasik dogasini ortaya
koymaktadir. Feminist kuramlar, bu dinamiklerin
tarih boyunca nasil evrildigini anlamamizda kritik bir
rol oynamaktadir.

3. KADININ SiYASAL KATILIM SUREGLERI

Demokratik yapilarin temel taslarindan biri,
toplumun bireylerine, tercihlerini ifade etme ve
siyasi slreglere aktif olarak katilarak yonetim ve

isleyis Uzerinde sz sahibi olma firsati sunmasidir.
Baska bir ifadeyle, demokrasilerde bireylerin siyasi
glc ve isleyis Uzerindeki etkileri, onlarin siyasi
katilimi aracihgiyla gerceklesmektedir. Bu,
vatandaglarin segimlerde oy kullanmalari, kamusal
tartismalara katilmalari, sivil toplum kuruluslarinda
aktif  roller  Ustlenmeleri ve hatta kamu
politikalarinin  sekillendirilmesinde dogrudan yer
almalar gibi cesitli yollarla saglanmaktadir. Siyasi
katilim, demokratik sistemlerin can damari olarak
kabul edilmektedir ¢linkii vatandaslarin tercih ve
gorisleri, katilim mekanizmalari araciligiyla siyasi
karar alma slreclerine yansitilmaktadir. Bu slregler,
demokrasilerde iktidarin kaynaginin halk oldugu
ilkesini pekistirmekte ve ybnetim ile yonetilenler
arasinda bir kopri goérevi gérmekte, bu sayede
yonetisim daha seffaf, hesap verebilir ve halkin
ihtiyaclarina duyarli hale gelmektedir (Atabey ve
Hasta, 2018).

Toplumsal cinsiyet algilari, kadinlarin siyasal
alana  katilimini  sekillendiren temel etkenler
arasinda yer almaktadir. Bu algilar, kadin kimligini
ve degerlerini kamu alaninda ve meclislerde ikinci
plana atarak, erkek hakimiyetini ve cinsiyetgi
normlara dayali bir perspektifi 6ne ¢ikarmaktadir.
Bu durum, ataerkil kiltirel yapinin bir sonucu
olarak gorilebilmektedir. Ataerkil sistem, erkek
GstlinlGgu, iktidar ve sosyal hiyerarsi gibi kavramlar
Gzerinden insa edilmis sosyal yapilar ve normlardir.
Sistem icinde siyasetin, dogasi geregi eril olarak
kabul edilmesi ve politikanin bir erkek alani olarak
gorilmesi, politik sistemde kadinlarin  degil,
erkeklerin aktér olarak kabul edilmesine neden
olmaktadir. Bu baglamda, ev icinde belirlenen
geleneksel roller ve sosyal eylemler nedeniyle evde
konumlandirilan  kadinlar, siyaset diinyasinin
gerektirdigi insan ve ekonomik kaynaklara erisimde
yetersiz kalmakta ve siyasete zaman
ayiramamaktadirlar, bu da onlar sistem disina
itmektedir (Ayata, 2011, s. 71). Kadinlarin siyasal
katilimlarini etkileyen bir diger 6nemli faktor ise
sosyo-ekonomik durumlardir. Toplumsal cinsiyet
normlarinin  hakimiyeti  altinda ve  erkek
egemenligindeki kamusal alanda marjinallesen
kadinlar, siyasetin talep ettigi egitim ve ekonomik
kaynaklardan mahrum kalmaktadir. Ev ici islerle,
cocuk bakimi, temizlik, yemek pisirme ve Utl gibi
gorevlerle mesgul olan kadinlar, siyasi partilerde
adaylik veya yoneticilik gibi pozisyonlar icin gereken
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zamani  ve finansal kaynaklar bulmakta
zorlanmaktadir. Bu durum, kadinlarin siyasal alanda
etkin bir sekilde yer almasinin 6nlinde ciddi bir
engel teskil etmekte, kadinlarin politika yapma
sireclerine katilimini sinirlamaktadir. Bu ylzden,
kadinlarin siyasal katilimini artirmak ve cinsiyet
esitligini saglamak adina, toplumsal cinsiyet
algilarint ve ataerkil yapilari  donUstlrecek
stratejilere ihtiya¢c duyulmaktadir. Bu stratejiler,
kadinlarin siyasal, sosyal ve ekonomik alandaki
engellerini kaldirmayir hedeflemeli ve kadinlarin
siyasal katilimlarini tesvik etmeli, bdylece daha
kapsayici ve adil bir toplumsal dizenin temelleri
atilmahdir. (Pinarcioglu, 2017. S. 13).

Siyasal alan genellikle eril 06zelliklerle
iliskilendirilen bir alan olarak kabul edilmekte ve bu
perspektif altinda, erkeklerin siyasi katihm oranlari
kadinlara nazaran daha yiksek bir seviyede yer
almaktadir. Bu gozlem, kadin ve erkek arasindaki
siyasi katilim farkhliklarinin altinda yatan toplumsal
cinsiyet  dinamiklerini aydinlatir.  YdrirlUkteki
kanunlar kadinlarin siyasete katilimini engellemese
de kadinlarin siyasi alanda daha az temsil edilmesi,
toplumsal cinsiyetin politikaya etkisinin somut bir
goOstergesi olarak 6nem tasimaktadir. Bu az temsil
edilme durumu, siyasetin cinsiyet normlari ve rolleri
tarafindan sekillendirildigini ve kadinlarin siyasi
katilimlarini engelleyen derin kokli toplumsal ve
kiltirel engellerin bulundugunu isaret etmektedir.

Siyasi katihmda bu cinsiyet esitsizliginin
arkasinda, toplumsal cinsiyet rollerine dayal
beklentiler, geleneksel aile yapisinin baskisi,

kadinlarin liderlik ve karar alma pozisyonlarinda
yeterince gorilmemesi gibi faktorler yer almaktadir.
Kadinlarin siyasi katilimlarinin 6ntindeki bu engeller,
hem bireysel hem de toplumsal diizeyde analiz
edilmesi gereken kompleks bir problematik
olusturmaktadir. Erkeklerin siyasi alanda daha
gorunir olmasi, siyasi dilin ve pratiklerin eril
degerlerle yogrulmasi, kadinlarin siyasi arenada
kendilerini ifade etme ve etkili olma sanslarini
sinirlamaktadir. Bu durum, siyasetin sadece bir
iktidar micadelesi degil, ayni zamanda toplumsal
cinsiyet micadeleleri alani oldugunu da gozler
oniline sermektedir.

Bu baglamda, kadinlarin siyasi katimlarini artirmak
ve siyasi arenada esit temsilini saglamak igin
toplumsal cinsiyet algilarini degistirecek ve kadinlari

siyasete tesvik edecek politikalarin ve programlarin
gelistirilmesi gerekmektedir. Bu slreg, egitim
programlarindan medya kampanyalarina, siyasi
partilerin i¢ yapilarinin yeniden diizenlenmesinden
yasal diizenlemelere kadar genis bir yelpazede
stratejileri icermelidir. Ancak bu sekilde, siyasi
alandaki  cinsiyet  dengesizliginin  Ustesinden
gelinerek, daha kapsayici ve esitlikgi bir siyasi katilm
ortami olusturulabilecektir.

4. ARASTIRMA METODOLOJISI VE  VERI

ANALIZi YAKLASIMI

Bu calisma, 2024 yerel segimlerine iliskin olarak
kadin adaylarin siyasi katihm dizeylerini ve bu
katilimin toplumsal cinsiyet dinamikleriyle olan
iliskisini incelemeyi amaclamaktadir.
Arastirmamizda, Yiksek Sec¢im  Kurulu (YSK)
tarafindan yayinlanan ve kamuoyunun erisimine
sunulan aday istatistikleri temel alinacaktir. Ozellikle
kadinlarin yerel yonetimlerdeki temsili ve siyasi
katihm sireclerinde ne kadar yer bulabildikleri,
gecmis vyillardaki segim verileriyle karsilastirilarak
degerlendirilecektir.

Arastirmamizda kullanilacak metodoloji, nicel
veri analizi ve karsilastirmali  bir inceleme
yontemidir. ilk olarak, YSK tarafindan saglanan ve
kadin adaylarin yerel segimlerdeki katilim oranlarini
iceren istatistiksel veriler toplanacak ve sistematik
bir sekilde derlenecektir. Bu veriler, 2019 ve 2024
yerel secimlerinde kadin aday sayisi, kazanan kadin
aday sayisi, biylksehir ve diger belediye
baskanlklarinda kadin aday oranlari gibi cesitli
kriterlere gore incelenecektir.

Son olarak, elde edilen bulgularin, Tirkiye'deki
toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi ve kadinlarin siyasi katilimi
Uzerine olan etkileri tartisilacak ve gelecek secimler
icin 6nerilerde bulunulacaktir. Bu ¢alisma, kadinlarin
siyasi  alandaki temsilini artirmaya yoOnelik
stratejilerin  gelistirilmesine katkida bulunmayi
hedeflemektedir.

5. TURKIYE'DE KADINLARIN SiYASi ALANA iLK
ADIMLARI

Tirkiye'de kadinlarin politik alanda varlik
gostermeye baslamalari, 1930 yilinda
gerceklestirilen Belediye Segimleri ile 6nemli bir
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donim noktasina ulagsmigtir.
tarafindan onaylanan yeni Belediye Kanunu ile
kadinlara, belediye secimlerinde ilk defa oy
kullanma ve aday olma haklari taninmistir. So6z
konusu yasal diizenleme, Nisan 1930'da yirurlige
girmis ve ayni yil icinde yapilan yerel segimlerde
uygulanmistir.  Bu  secimler, Ulkenin  cesitli
bolgelerinde farkli tarihlerde gergeklestirilmis ve
Eylil ayindan Ekim ayina kadar devam etmistir.
Ayrica, bu sec¢im Tirkiye'nin ilk c¢ok partili yerel
secimi olma 6zelligini tasimaktadir.

Bu tarihte, Meclis

Kadinlarin siyasi haklarinda kaydedilen ikinci
blyik ilerleme, 26 Ekim 1933 tarihinde alinan bir
kararla, kadinlara muhtarhk ve ihtiyar meclisi
azahgina secilme ve bu pozisyonlar i¢in oy kullanma
haklarinin verilmesiyle gerceklesmistir. Yapilan yasal
degisiklikle, "Koy muhtarini ve ihtiyar meclisi
azalarini segme hakkina sahip olan kadin ve erkek
koylilerin bir araya geldigi topluluga koy dernegi
denir. K6y muhtari ve ihtiyar meclisi azalari,
dogrudan koy dernegi tarafindan ve koyliu kadinlar
ve erkekler arasindan secilir" ifadesi kéy kanununa
eklenmistir.

Turkiye'deki kadinlarin siyasi alandaki en biytk
kazanimi ise, 1934 yilinda yasanmistir. Bu yil, segim
kanununda vyapilan bir degisiklikle kadinlara
milletvekili segme ve segilme hakki taninmistir.
Kadinlar, bu yeni kazanilmis haklarini ilk kez 8 Subat
1935 tarihinde yapilan genel secimlerde kullanmis
ve sonug olarak 17 kadin milletvekili Turkiye Blyuk

Millet Meclisi'ne giris yapmistir. 1936'da
gerceklestirilen ara segimlerde bu sayr 18'e
ulasmistir.  Bu tarihsel gelismeler, Tirkiye'de

kadinlarin siyasi arenaya adim atmasinin ve siyasal
haklarinin taninmasinin baslangicini simgelemekte
olup, kadinlarin toplumsal ve politik yasamdaki

verinin  yeniden  sekillendirilmesinde  6nemli
kilometre taslari olarak kabul edilmektedir.

6. 2019 YEREL SECIMLERINDE  KADIN
ADAYLARIN TEMSILIYETi: TOPLUMSAL
CINSIYET  ROLLERi, CAM  TAVAN
SENDROMU VE SIiYASAL KATILIMA

FEMINIST BAKIS

Turkiye'de 2019 yerel secimlerinde kadinlarin
siyasi arenada temsili, toplumsal cinsiyet rolleri,
cam tavan sendromu ve genel olarak kadinlarin
toplumsal ve siyasal hayata katilimi agisindan
onemli bir gostergedir. Yiksek Se¢im Kurulu (YSK)
tarafindan aciklanan verilere gore, Belediye
Baskanhgi'na basvuran toplam 7953 aday icinde 634
kadin bulunmaktadir. Blyiksehir Belediye
Bagkanhgi i¢in ise 305 adayin 33'G kadindir. Bu
istatistikler, kadin adaylarin oraninin %8 ile %10,8
arasinda degistigini gostermektedir. Ancak, kazanan
kadin  adaylarin  orani  biylksehir  belediye
baskanliginda %10 iken, belediye baskanhgindaki
oran %2,8'e dismektedir.

Toplumsal cinsiyet rolleri, kadin ve erkekler igin
belirli davranislar, roller ve beklentiler 6ngorir ve
bu durum siyasi alanda kadinlarin 6niine cesitli
engeller c¢ikarmaktadir. Kadin adaylarin  disik

oranda kazanmasl ve aday gosterilmesi, cam tavan
sendromunun  bir yansimasidir. Cam tavan,
kadinlarin  kariyerlerinde belirli  bir seviyeye
ulastiktan sonra karsilastiklari gérinmez engelleri
ifade eder ve siyasi alanda da benzer engellerin
varligindan so6z edilebilmektedir.

Ayrica, kadin adaylarin kazanma oraninin
erkek adaylara kiyasla daha disiik olmasi ve aday
gosterilen kadin/erkek oraninin  kazanan aday
oranlarina yansimamasi, toplumsal cinsiyet temelli
onyargilar ve siyasi partilerin kadin adaylari daha az
tercih etme egiliminde oldugunu gbstermektedir.
Partilerin, kazanma ihtimali ylksek bolgelerde kadin
adaylari gosterme konusunda tereddiitlii olmalari,

bu Onyargilarin ve vyapisal esitsizliklerin  bir
sonucudur.
Kadinlarin  siyasi arenaya  katiliminin

artirilmasi, demokratik streglerin giiglendirilmesi ve
toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin saglanmasi icin kritik
Oneme sahiptir. Bu baglamda, toplumsal cinsiyet
rollerinin yeniden sekillendirilmesi, kadinlarin siyasi
katilimlarini  engelleyen  vyapisal ve kiltirel
engellerin kaldirilmasi ve siyasi partilerin kadin
adaylari destekleme politikalarinin gliclendirilmesi
gerekmektedir. Toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine yonelik
bu yaklasim, kadinlarin siyasal hayata daha aktif
katimlarini  saglayarak, siyasi slreglerin daha
kapsayici ve adil olmasina katkida bulunacaktir.

7. 2024 YEREL SECIMLERI

2024 Mahalli idareler Secimleri, adaylk
spektrumunda onemli bir genisleme
gostermektedir. 2019 segimlerinde ¢esitli siyasi

ittifaklarin altinda yarisan partiler, 2024 se¢imlerine

bu kez kendi isimleri altinda katilim saglamakta, bu
da aday sayisinda gozle gorilir bir artisa yol
acmaktadir. Yeni donemde, belediye baskanhgi igin
yarisan toplam aday sayisi 14.122'ye yikselirken,
blyliksehir belediye baskanhgi yarisi icin bu rakam
734 olarak kaydedilmistir. ilging bir sekilde, belediye
baskan adaylarinin yalnizca %11,5'ini kadinlar
olustururken, bu oran bilylksehir belediye
baskanhgl icin %12,8'e ulagsmaktadir. Bu veriler,
yerel yonetimlerde kadin adaylarin varliginin yavas
yavas arttigini gostermekte olup, bu durum
toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi ve siyasi temsil konusunda
olumlu bir yonelim olarak degerlendiriimektedir.
Ayrica, kadin aday sayisindaki artis, siyasi partilerin
ve secmenlerin  toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi
konusundaki farkindaliginin arttigini ve bu konuda
atilan  adimlarin  meyvesini  verdigini isaret
etmektedir.

Bununla birlikte, elde edilen bu ilerlemenin
yeterli olmadig aciktir. Kadinlarin politik alandaki
temsilinin hala ideal dizeylerden uzak oldugu goz
oninde bulunduruldugunda, toplumsal cinsiyet
esitliginin saglanmasi ve siyasi katilimda dengenin
kurulmasi yolunda devam eden miicadele daha
fazla ©6nem kazanmaktadir. Mevcut veriler,
kadinlarin  yerel yonetimlerde daha gorinir
oldugunu gosterse de, bu oranlar kadin ve erkek
adaylar arasinda tam bir esitligin saglanmasi igin
hala yetersizdir. Bu nedenle, akademik gevreler ve
siyasi  kurumlar tarafindan cinsiyet temsili
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konusunda artan farkindallk ve buna vyoénelik
stratejik cabalar, sadece devam ettirilmemeli; ayni

zamanda c¢esitlenmeli ve derinlestirilmelidir.
Ozellikle kadinlarin liderlik kapasitelerini
gelistirmeye, aday sec¢im sireclerinde cinsiyet

esitligini tesvik eden politikalari desteklemeye ve
toplumsal cinsiyet stereotiplerini kirmaya yonelik
programlar, kadinlarin siyasi alandaki esit temsilinin
saglamak icin  hayati 6nem  tasimaktadir.

2024 Mabhalli idareler Segimleri'ne iliskin
olarak mecliste temsil edilen siyasi partilerin kadin
aday gosterme oranlarina dair veriler, toplumsal
cinsiyet temsili bakimindan 6nemli bulgular
sunmaktadir. incelenen verilere gére, DEM Parti
blyliksehir belediye baskanligina kadin aday
gosterme oraninda %32,1 ile 6ne ¢ikmakta, bu oran
TiP icin %30 olarak kaydedilmektedir. DSP ve CHP
siraslyla %20,7 ve %16,7'lik oranlarla kadin adaylari
desteklerken, iYi PARTI %13,3 ile takip etmektedir.

Bu veriler, partilerin biylksehir diizeyinde
kadin adaylari destekleme konusundaki egilimlerini
ortaya koymakta, bazi partilerin bu alanda
digerlerine gére daha ilerici bir tutum sergiledigini

gostermektedir. DP'nin %9,5 ve DEVA Partisi'nin
%7,7'lik oranlari ise orta seviyede bir temsili isaret
ederken, AK PARTI %3,6, YENIDEN REFAH %3,4
oranlarla bu konuda daha geride kalmaktadir.
SAADET Partisi, HUDA PAR ve MHP'nin kadin aday
gostermemeleri sifir degeri ile gosterilmistir, bu
partiler biyilksehir belediye baskanhgl secimlerinde
kadin aday gostermemistir.

Belediye baskanlig diizeyinde ise TiP %37,7
orani ile en yiksek kadin aday gosterme oranina
sahip parti olarak belirmekte, DEM Parti ve EMEP
her ikisi de %31 ile kadin adaylari destekleme
konusunda ciddi bir yaklasim sergilemektedir. DSP
bu seviyede %24,1 ile dikkat ¢cekerken, DEVA Partisi
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ve Demokrat Parti sirasiyla %15,3 ve %11,1'lik
oranlar sunmaktadir. iYi Parti ve CHP'nin belediye
baskanhgl seviyesinde kadin aday oranlari sirasiyla
%10,4 ve %9,3 iken, YENIDEN REFAH %4,1, SAADET
%3,6 ve HUDA PAR %3,1 ile kadin temsilini
stirdiirmistir. AK PARTI, %2,2 ile en diisiik kadin
aday oranina sahip partidir.

Genel olarak, bu veriler, Tirkiye'deki siyasi
partilerin, yerel yonetim seviyesinde kadin adaylari
destekleme konusundaki degisen ve c¢esitlenen
politikalarinin bir yansimasidir. Ozellikle sol egilimli
ve merkez sol partilerin kadin aday gosterme
oranlarinin daha yiksek olmasi, toplumsal cinsiyet
temsili konusunda daha duyarh ve ilerici bir politika
izlediklerinin bir gostergesi olarak
yorumlanabilmektedir. Diger yandan, bazi partilerin
kadin aday oranlarinin distik olmasi veya hi¢ kadin
aday gostermemeleri, siyasi katihm ve temsili
acisindan cinsiyet esitligine yonelik daha fazla
cabanin gerekli oldugunu gostermektedir. Bu
durum, kadinlarin siyasi alandaki esit temsilinin
saglanmasi ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin
ilerletilmesi adina politik arenada daha kapsaml
reformlarin ve stratejilerin uygulanmasinin énemini
vurgular.

2024 Mahalli idareler Segimi ncesi, siyasi
partilerin belediye baskanliklari icin aday gosterme
sureclerinde kadinlarin temsili oranlari dikkate
deger bir cesitlilik gostermektedir. Segimlere katilan
siyasi partilerin sayisindaki artis, 6zellikle mecliste
temsil edilen partilerin kadin aday gosterme
oranlarinin incelenmesini gerektirmistir. Analiz
edilen verilere gére, Turkiye isci Partisi (TiP), Turkiye
Komdinist Partisi (TKP) ve Tirkiye Kominist Hareketi
(TKH), belediye baskanligl icin kadin aday orani en
yuksek partiler olarak ©6ne g¢ikmaktadir. Bu, soz
konusu partilerin  toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi
konusunda belirgin bir duyarliik sergiledigini ve
kadinlarin siyasi temsilini onemsediklerini
gostermektedir.

Blylksehir belediye baskanliklari icin ise en
yliksek kadin aday oranina sahip partiler arasinda
Turkiye Kominist Hareketi, Sol Parti ve Demokrasi

ve Atilim Partisi (DEM Parti) bulunmaktadir. Bu
durum, s6z konusu partilerin blyliksehir diizeyinde
kadin adaylari 6ne ¢ikarma konusunda da 6nci bir
tutum sergilediklerini isaret etmektedir.

Diger taraftan, iktidarda olan Adalet ve
Kalkinma Partisi (AK Parti), 1.211 aday igerisinden
valnizca 27 kadin aday gostermis olup, bu oranin
dustkligl, parti ici kadin temsili politikalarinin
gozden gecirilmesi gerekliligini vurgulamaktadir.
Benzer sekilde, ana muhalefet partisi Cumhuriyet
Halk Partisi (CHP) tarafindan gosterilen 1.112 aday
arasinda sadece 103 kadin bulunmasi, muhalefetin
de kadinlarin siyasal temsilini artirma konusunda
daha fazla caba gostermesi gerektigini
gostermektedir.

Bu analiz, Tirkiye'de siyasi partiler arasinda
kadin aday gosterme oranlari konusunda onemli
farkhliklar oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir. Kadinlarin
siyasal temsilinin artirilmasi, demokrasinin
glglendirilmesi ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin
saglanmasi agisindan kritik bir 6neme sahiptir. Bu
baglamda, tim siyasi partilerin kadin adaylari daha
fazla desteklemeleri ve cinsiyet esitligi perspektifini
siyasi platformlarinda daha goériandr  kilmalar
gerekmektedir.

2019 ve 2024 Yerel Segimlerinde kadin
adaylarin oranlarina dair yapilan analiz, bu
doénemler arasinda kadin adaylarin sayisinda ve
oranlarinda bir artis oldugunu géstermektedir. 2019
yilinda blylksehir belediye baskanhgl icin kadin
aday sayisi 33 iken bu oran %10,80'dir. Belediye
baskanlhg icin ise 634 kadin aday bulunmakta ve bu
oran %8'dir. 2024 segimlerine gelindiginde,
blylksehir belediye baskanlgi icin kadin aday sayisi
94'e yikselmis ve oran %12,80'e ¢cikmistir. Belediye
baskanhg icin kadin aday sayisi ise 1624'e ulasmis
ve oran %11,50 olarak kaydedilmistir.

Bu artis, kadinlarin siyasi temsilindeki
ilerlemeyi ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi adina atilan
adimlari yansitmaktadir. Ancak, kadinlarin siyasi
alandaki temsilinin hala erkeklerle kiyaslandiginda
disik oldugunu ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin tam
anlamiyla saglanabilmesi icin daha fazla cabanin
gerektigini vurgular. Kadin adaylarin oranindaki artis
olumlu bir gelisme olarak degerlendirilse de, siyasi
partiler ve toplumun bu yonde daha bilingli ve
destekleyici politikalar gelistirmesi Onem
tasimaktadir. Bu durum, kadinlarin siyasi alanda
daha fazla s6z sahibi olmalarini saglayacak ve
demokratik katilimin daha kapsayici bir hale
gelmesine katkida bulunacaktir.

SONUC VE ONERILER

Bu ¢alisma, Turkiye'de 2019 ve 2024 yerel
segimleri arasindaki donemde kadinlarin siyasi
temsili ve adaylik oranlarinda yasanan degisimleri
toplumsal cinsiyet rolleri, temsil ve cinsiyete dayall
roller acisindan analiz etmistir. Analizler, kadin
adaylarin oranlarinda belirgin bir artis oldugunu
gosterse de siyasi alandaki cinsiyet esitliginin hala
ideal seviyelere ulasmadigini ortaya koymaktadir.

Kadin adaylarin siyasi arenada daha gorunur
hale gelmesi, demokratik siireclerin gliclenmesine
ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin saglanmasina
katkida bulunmustur. Ancak, kadinlarin siyasi
temsilinin artirlmasi yolunda karsilasilan en buylk
engellerden biri, toplumsal cinsiyet rollerine ve
cinsiyete dayali Onyargilara dayanan derin kokli
yapisal engellerdir. Bu engeller, kadinlarin siyasi
alanda esit temsil edilmesini zorlastirmakta ve cam
tavan sendromu olarak adlandirilan goériinmez
bariyerlerin siirdiiriilmesine neden olmaktadir.

Analiz edilen veriler, siyasi partiler arasinda
kadin aday gosterme konusunda 6nemli farkhliklar
oldugunu go6stermektedir. Bazi partiler, kadin
adaylari destekleme konusunda 6nci rol oynarken,
bazilari bu konuda daha geri kalmaktadir. Bu durum,
siyasi  partilerin  kadin adaylari  destekleme
politikalarinin, toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi ve
kadinlarin siyasi katihmi agisindan kritik 6neme
sahip oldugunu vurgulamaktadir.

Kadinlarin  siyasi temsilinin artirilmasi  ve
toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin saglanmasi, yalnizca
siyasi partilerin ve hiikimetlerin sorumlulugu
degildir; ayni zamanda toplumun her kesiminin bu
surece aktif olarak katilmasi gereken bir slregtir.
Toplumsal cinsiyet rollerinin yeniden
sekillendirilmesi, kadinlarin  siyasi  katilimlarini
engelleyen yapisal ve kiiltirel engellerin kaldiriimasi
ve siyasi partilerin kadin adaylari daha fazla
desteklemesi gerekmektedir. Bu gabalar, toplumsal
cinsiyet esitligine yonelik genis capl bir farkindalik
yaratilmasina ve kadinlarin siyasi alandaki temsilinin
glclendirilmesine katkida bulunacaktir. Bu yolda
atilacak her adim, demokrasinin daha kapsayici ve
adil bir sekilde islemesine olanak taniyacak ve
toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin gerceklestiriimesine
dogru 6nemli bir adim olacaktir.

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Abstract

The mediatization of conflicts is essential; without it, the public would be left uninformed and unaware of the dire
circumstances faced by those affected. Besides, it is thought that Western geopolitical and economic interests
influence the coverage of international conflicts by the international media. In this study, it is aimed to show the
imbalance in the coverage of international conflicts by comparing the article quantities regarding the Russia-Ukraine
and Israel-Hamas conflicts on the New York Times website. The result of the analysis, consistent with previous
studies, indicated that the conflict was initially covered at the highest level, followed by a steady decline in the
number of news stories on the issue. The number of news about the Israel - Hamas conflict is almost half that of the
Russia - Ukraine conflict compared to a similar period. It is obvious that the news outlet attaches more importance
to the news of the Russia-Ukraine conflict in terms of quantity. There is no credible solution to this structural
problem caused by power relations in the media in the short term. However, it is considered that the networked
nature of today's global media environment may enable disadvantaged groups to challenge existing power holders
in the mediatization of the conflict.

Catismalarin medyatize edilmesi olduk¢a 6nemlidir, aksi takdirde kamuoyu gatisma ve bundan etkilenenlerin vahim
durumu hakkinda habersiz kalacaktir. Bunun yani sira, Bati'nin jeopolitik ve ekonomik cikarlarinin uluslararasi medya
tarafindan sunulan uluslararasi ¢catisma haberlerinin kapsamini ve miktarini etkiledigi distintilmektedir. Bu kapsamda
yapilan calismada, New York Times'in internet sitesinde yer alan Rusya-Ukrayna ve israil-Hamas catismalarina iliskin
haber sayilarinin karsilastirilarak uluslararasi catismalarin haberlestiriimesindeki sayisal dengesizligin ortaya
konulmasi amaglanmistir. Analiz sonucu, daha 6nceki galismalarla uyumlu olarak, ¢catismanin baslangicta en yiksek
diizeyde haberlestirildigini, miiteakiben konu ile ilgili haber sayilarinda tutarli bir diisiis oldugunu géstermistir. israil -
Hamas catismasina iliskin haber sayisi, benzer déneme gére Rusya - Ukrayna ¢atismasinin neredeyse yarisi kadardir.
Haber mecrasinin nicelik olarak Rusya-Ukrayna ¢atismasi haberlerine daha fazla 6nem verdigi acgikca gorilmektedir.
Medyadaki gig iliskilerinin neden oldugu bu yapisal sorunun ¢6zimi yakin vadede bulunmamaktadir. Ancak

gliniimizin kiresel medya ortaminin ag baglantili yapisinin ¢gatismanin medyatize edilmesinde dezavantajli gruplarin
mevcut glic sahiplerine meydan okumasina olanak saglayabilecegi degerlendirilmektedir.

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INTRODUCTION

Conflicts are of high importance in terms of
news value and, therefore, coverage as news.
Considering the number of conflicts that have
occurred until recently, it is evaluated that news
mediums do not have difficulty in finding and
reporting news. In the last decade, some of the
conflicts on the agenda started to occur in the form
of proxy wars, such as in Syria or Yemen. Besides,
recent high-intensity conflicts such as the Russia -
Ukraine and Israel - Palestine conflicts brought the
information struggle to the forefront.

Nevertheless, we hear almost nothing about
the vast majority of the armed conflicts since the
media report on very few. In a conflict, media are
an essential source of information; they provide
early warnings, intelligence, and succinct analysis or
choose not to do so. The coverage of conflict is
crucial since it is consequential for citizens and
policymakers in conflict areas regarding escalation
or reconciliation. Journalists use unique criteria
particular to their profession when deciding which
conflicts they will report on and which not, as
mentioned by O'Neill & Harcup (2009). These
criteria do not always agree with those typical
recipients or political decision-makers who would
use them to make their selections. The question of
whether mass media make relevant selection
decisions when reporting on armed conflicts could,
therefore, be discussed controversially by the
audience depending on their specific expectations.
This also applies to selection of decisions that affect
specific individual events (Fréhlich, 2018).

According to Hoskins and O'Loughlin (2013),
"diffused war" refers to the amplification and
spread of conflict through various media channels.
As the media landscape has become more complex,
it has had a significant impact on conflicts. With the
rise of digital media and social networks, the
Russian-Ukrainian war has become one of the most
heavily mediated conflicts. Digital media has
created a fragmented conflict environment where it
is increasingly difficult to differentiate between
combatants and non-combatants. According to a

comment of the New York Times (2024a), the
Russia-Ukraine war has devastated Ukraine,
isolated Russia from the West, and economic
insecurity has intensified globally. The Office of the
United Nations High Commissioner for Human
Rights verified a total of 10.582 civilian death
casualties during Russia's invasion of Ukraine as of
February 15, 2024 (Statista, 2024). There has been
considerable physical support for Ukraine by
Western countries for two years from the onset of
the conflict. Since 2022, the United States has
committed nearly forty billion dollars in assistance
to Ukraine (CFR, 2024). Physical assistance can be
measured in terms of money, weapons, or other
assets donated, whereas psychological assistance
cannot be easily measured. However, we can
perceive the news covered by the prominent news
media on the relevant conflict since the
international media is under the hegemony of US-
oriented corporations (Hallin, 1994; Thussu, 2007).
A journalist from Reuters, Timour Azhari, has
observed a disparity in news coverage. He noted
that there are many journalists embedded with
Ukrainian troops, either from Ukraine, the U.S., or
Europe, and they tend to be very sympathetic
towards them. However, he questions why there
are not any journalists of Hamas fighting against
Israeli occupation. Azhari considers both situations
identical, raising some critical questions (Gregory,
2023). In a study across five countries about
perceptions of media coverage of the war in
Ukraine, most respondents stated that they are
following the conflict at least closely. According to
the report, as the conflict persists, newsrooms will
need to refocus efforts on explaining its broader
implications (Eddy, 2022).

Newspapers noticeably communicate salience
through the amount of space allotted to a topic, its
page placement, or its headline size. Agenda-setting
outlines the connection between the news media's
emphases, the news coverage period, and the
perceived importance of these topics to the news
audience. The period over which media cover an
issue is another important aspect for determining
its place on the public's agenda. For instance, the
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agenda-setting effect of civil rights stories in The
New York Times was greatest after about one
month of coverage, and it did not increase as
stories accumulated over time (Eyal & Winter, 2016,
p.19).

Another distinctive conflict covering the pages
of newspapers, their websites, or apps nowadays is
the Israel - Palestine conflict, specifically the Israel —
Hamas war. Since October 7th, 2023, there has
been an armed conflict between Israel and Hamas.
The conflict has been concentrated in the Gaza
Strip, which started when Hamas launched an
unexpected attack on southern Israel from the Gaza
Strip. As a response, the Israeli military carried out
an extensive aerial bombardment of the Gaza Strip.
The Israeli forces then proceeded to conduct a
large-scale ground invasion, which began on
October 27th. A dire situation has arisen in the Gaza
Strip, leading to a severe humanitarian crisis.
Tragically, the ongoing conflict has resulted in the
death of over 30,000 Palestinians in Gaza, including
children. Nearly all of the 2.3 million population of
Gaza have been forced to leave their homes due to
the conflict, making them internally displaced (The
Associated Press, 2024).

A nonprofit organization, Reporters Without
Borders, has accused Israel of "suffocating
journalism in  Gaza." For the International
Federation of Journalists, this has forced reporters
to rely heavily on "official" sources without being
able to verify their claims. According to them,
"Confusing haste with speed, many media have
published false information and images that have
not been contextualized, verified or presented as
reliable." A remarkable sample was the claim that
Hamas militants had beheaded babies, which were
widely picked up in the media, including in a live
report on CNN, without having been confirmed.
Then, the CNN anchor stated that she was sorry
about her words. Global News Director at Agence
France-Press stated that their teams in Gaza are cut
off from the rest of the world this time. Lack of
foreign media access to Gaza, with both the Israeli
and Egyptian access points closed, is adding to
reporting difficulties the likes of which journalists

say they had rarely seen before. Moreover, the
chief executive of BBC News stated in an online post
that this war is one of the most complex and
polarizing stories they had to cover (AFP, 2023).

According to some of the assessments,
remarkable news outlets did not pay attention to
this calamity as deserved. For instance, a
guantitative analysis displays significant
newspapers, including The New York Times,
Washington Post, and Los Angeles Times, twisted
their coverage toward Israeli narratives in the first
six weeks of the assault on Gaza. According to the
study, for every two Palestinian deaths, Palestinians
are mentioned once. For every Israeli death, Israelis
are mentioned eight times more than Palestinians
(Johnson, 2024). According to Khamis (2023), while
the Western media has severely framed October 7
as a “terrorist attack,” they have portrayed the
Israeli’s overwhelming assault on Gaza as an act of
“self-defense.” Hsu (2024) asserts that the
disinformation of news can be challenging to
remain neutral in a region where political and
religious differences have been contentious for
generations, particularly during a deeply polarizing
war.

The Western media has a significant influence
on how people around the world perceive and
understand international conflicts. Many countries
and regions still rely on Western media outlets as
their primary source of information. Hence, it is
crucial to understand the Western mainstream
media’s role in covering international conflicts,
specifically the Russia-Ukraine and Israel-Hamas
conflicts, which are crucial topics on the news
agenda.

1. LITERATURE REVIEW

1.1.News Values and Framing the News

Communication scholars have described news
production as a passive process that follows strict
and regulated procedures to select information
from limited sources (Golding & Elliott, 1979, p.
114). However, this process has changed
considerably over time. For McQuail (2010), news is
a social construction that provides a mediated
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reality of events and issues selected, framed, and
presented by news media professionals. In the last
decade, it has been a form of communication that
informs the public of current events, issues, and
societal trends (Croteau & Hoynes, 2014). We can
assume from these definitions that the news plays a
crucial role in informing and educating society
about local, national, and global events that affect
people's lives. Moreover, there is a subjective side
of the news in its selection process. As for Zelizer
(1993), it is a process of selecting, processing, and
disseminating information about events, issues, and
people that journalists consider newsworthy.
Journalists may find themselves at odds
between their perception of what is newsworthy
and what the audience prefers to read or share
(Strombéck et al., 2012). How journalists think and
perceive things is influenced by various factors.
These include the frames present in their cultural
and professional environment, norms and beliefs
within the field of journalism, as well as their
personal experiences and beliefs (Briiggemann,
2014). The process of judging is based on an
understanding of news values taught and learned
by new generations of journalists through training
and socialization (Harrison, 2006, p. 153). It is
essential to understand that news reporting is not
the same as a scientific process because the
selection of news is subjective, and subjectivity is
present throughout journalism. News selection is
not based simply on intrinsic aspects of events but
also on functions external to these events. These
occasions  comprise  occupational routines,
constraints, and ideological issues as a construction
of reality (Staab, 1990, p. 428). Van Dijk (1988, p.
vii) argued that news should be examined in its
relevant context since it is a significant form of
public discourse. He asserted that news discourse
was explicitly related to social practices and
ideologies of newsmaking and, indirectly, to the
institutional and macro-sociological contexts of the
news media. The most recent and complete study
on news selection criteria was conducted by Harcup
& O'Neill (2001; 2017), emphasizing the conflict as
the stories including controversies. Therefore, being

a "conflicting issue" might be a vital prerequisite for
becoming newsworthy for scholars.

Another essential term in communication
literature related to the news value is agenda
setting. According to the theory, people’s attention
may vary according to his or her education, culture,
religion, political beliefs, or interests. Mass media
directs public attention, shapes political figures’
images, and influences individuals’ thoughts,
knowledge, and emotions. Thus, the mass media's
role is essential in that it can change the views of
the social reality of its audience members by
indicating which issues are being discussed (Mcleod,
2016). Besides setting the agenda, the mass media
frames the events for the benefit of several factors.

According to Lecheler and Vreese (2018),
different frames on news stories can significantly
impact recipients' perceptions of controversial
topics. Entman (1993, p. 417) notes that framing is
“the central process by which government officials
and journalists exercise political influence over each
other and the public." Therefore, frames are
rhetorical weapons. Kinder and Sanders (1996, p.
164) argue that frames can be powerful rhetorical
tools. Frames are cognitive structures that allow
individuals to better understand complex issues.
When a frame presented in communication alters
an individual's thought process, it is known as a
framing effect. Therefore, journalists and news
rooms use frames to cover the international events
effectively.

1.2.Coverage of International News

The demand for the new World Information
and Communication Order (NWICO) emerged from
a series of meetings of the Non-Aligned Movement.
NWICO protagonists consistently claimed that the
countries of the South were heavily dependent on
the North for both software and hardware in the
information sector, which caused the continuity of
inequality in development. The Third World leaders
asserted that the Western media gave an
exploitative and distorted view of their countries to
the rest of the world through their control of major
international information channels (Nordenstreng,
2011, p.80). Masmoudi (1979, p.172) asserted that
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transnational media impose their perspective on
developing countries by transmitting only processed
news, which is filtered, cut, and distorted. The
MacBride Report was the first international
document to provide a global view of the world’s
communication problems. The report pointed out
that some of the most vital transnational
corporations were reluctant to open up flows to
share scientific and technological information,
though enthusiastic about freedom of knowledge.
The antagonists of NWICO claimed that the demand
for NWICO was a ground for the dictators to repress
media freedom and keep away foreign journalists.
The Western news organizations resisted any
change in the old information order. They asserted
that their intention was only to report the reality of
life, including political instability, economic
backwardness, and natural disasters in the Third
World, which was disapproved of by the
governments in the South (Thussu, 2018).

News agencies play a crucial role in providing
news to newspapers, magazines, and broadcasters
worldwide, which helps set the global news agenda.
Additionally, it has been asserted that news
agencies have played a significant role in the
globalization and commercialization of international
news (Boyd-Barrett & Rantanen, 1998). News
agencies traditionally used to sell news reports and
still photographs. They have expanded their
services to include video news feeds and financial
information for broadcasters, online news portals,
and other non-news clients. National news agencies
exist in most countries, often state-owned or a
government monopoly. There are only a few
transnational news agencies such as the Associated
Press, Thomson Reuters, Agence France-Presse, and
United Press International. Besides, there are
significant national agencies with at most a regional
impact, such as TASS - Russia, Xinhua - China, Kyodo
- Japan, ABN News - Brazil, PTI - India, Fars - Iran,
and Anadolu Agency - Tirkiye. These news agencies
continue to be the primary news source for the
newspapers depending on their resources
(reporters, budget, staff, etc.), thus playing a central
role in setting the international news agenda.

The coverage of international news is
influenced by geopolitical factors, emphasizing
certain regions and stories with broad appeal since
the West might have geopolitical and economic
interests (Robertson, 2015). The conflict in the
Democratic Republic of Congo since 1996 is an
evident sample of limited coverage in mainstream
international media. Whereas when it comes to the
interests of the developed countries, the news
coverage is almost wall-to-wall to influence their
audience on their decisions, such as invading Iraq
and Afghanistan or carrying out “preemptive
strikes” in Libya and Syria in order to defend their
citizens at home by the so-called rhetoric of “global
war on terror” or save the so-called failed state’s
citizens from the dictatorships. We can see similar
reporting patterns in different contexts, especially
in lraq, Afghanistan, Libya, and Syria (Robinson et
al., 2010; DiMaggio, 2015). Nevertheless, in the
absence of a credible alternative media system, the
influence of Western media has become the
dominant position on the economy, trade, security,
international relations, human rights, and
international law. However, in the digitized
communication universe of the twenty-first
century, this domination is being challenged by the
growth of alternative narratives and by the digital
disruption that has transformed global journalism.

The Western monopoly dominates the global
newspaper market as well. The Anglo-American
press has global reach; therefore, their influence
outweighs the others. However, according to the
report World Press Trends in 2016, three American

newspapers recorded among the world's top
twenty paid daily newspapers in terms of
circulation; the Japanese, Indian, or Chinese

newspapers that dominate the list are rarely read
outside their countries of origin (Peyregne et al.,
2016). When looking at the recent top news
websites in the world, the situation is vice versa,
and BBC, MSN, NYTimes, and CNN rank in the top,
totaling 2.9 billion visits to news websites and apps
in January 2024 (Majid, 2024).
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1.3.Conflict and News

Connected issues in communication, politics,
and international relations have changed the roles
of mass communication in present international
conflicts. Especially the progress in communication

and information technologies, the ability to
broadcast globally, the expansion of e-
communication, the Internet, social media,

substantial growth in networks, and the evolution in
the nature of international conflicts are the leading
causes of the changes. The actors involved in
international conflicts have also changed. Most
international conflicts occurred between and
among states until the end of the Cold War.
Afterward, it shifted to the intrastate or global
levels. Ethnic and civil wars erupted in Yugoslavia
and the former Soviet Union and also exploded in
Africa in places such as Rwanda, Somalia, Sudan,
and Liberia. Civil wars in the Balkans and Africa
created humanitarian disasters. The September 11,
2001, terrorist attacks and, as a consequence, the
U.S.-led wars in Afghanistan and Iraqg, represent
international conflict at the global level. Besides,
during the 2000s, there were severe conflicts, some
of which at the local, mostly at the global levels, in
different parts of the world such as Lebanon, Sri
Lanka, Gaza, Niger, Syria, Libya, Crimea, Yemen, and
Ukraine.

The relationship between media and its
coverage of conflict has become more critical as the
number of conflicts worldwide has increased during
the last decade. According to the International Crisis
Group (ICG, 2023), Ukraine, Armenia and
Azerbaijan, Iran, Yemen, Ethiopia, The Democratic
Republic of the Congo and the Great Lakes, The
Sahel, Haiti, Pakistan, and Taiwan are the "ten
conflicts" to watch in 2023. However, the year has
not ended, and an unexpected frozen conflict came
to the scene instantly with the surprising attack of
Hamas.

According to Crisis Group Global Review,
thirteen deteriorations in existing crises around the
world, including Ukraine, Mozambique, Democratic
Republic of Congo, Guinea, Senegal, Haiti, Chad,
South Sudan, lIsrael/Palestine, Lebanon, Pakistan,

Papua New Guinea, and Burkina Faso, occurred only
in February 2024 (ICG, 2024). The conflicts around
us affect us in multiple ways, depending on how
information is processed and consumed.

According to the Global Peace Index 2023 (IEP,
2023), presented in Chart 1, internationalized
intrastate conflicts are now as common as
intrastate conflicts, which occur between the
government of a state and one or more internal
opposition groups with intervention from other
states on one or both sides. In the last 15 years, the
world has become less peaceful, with the average
country score declining by 5 percent. Of the 163
countries analyzed in the Global Peace Index, 95
countries recorded a decline in score, whereas 66
countries recorded an improvement.

The media is the primary source of information
for most people around the world regarding the
annihilation of human dignity caused by major
conflicts covered by national and international news
outlets. Without news media coverage, the public
would be left uninformed and unaware of the dire
circumstances faced by those affected by the
devastating consequences of the conflicts.
“Mediatization” of conflicts significantly affects how
media audiences and policymakers react to such
events (Cottle, 2006). Most media display selective
articulation, prioritizing specific dimensions and
parties in conflicts due to their embeddedness,
risks, access, or resources. According to Hackett and
Schroeder (2008, p. 26), “Conventional news
routines and news values tend toward conflict
escalation." Therefore, conflict news often lacks
sociopolitical context and historical perspective, and
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presenting a biased narrative. The “media logic”
often focuses on incidents, emphasizing the
sensational and dramatizing social reality while
ignoring the context of developments. This logic is
mainly responsible for the prevailing format of
conflict reporting, which tends to focus on violence,
its visible effects, and the winners. This kind of
reporting often portrays the other side as the root
of the problem (Shinar, 2008, p. 9). However,
because of the media logic, reporters are pressured
to fulfill the requirements of the news values. These
tasks usually demand extra time, additional
research, and greater caution.

In the first Gulf War, journalists worldwide
propagated false myths without conducting any
critical analysis. The picture of the dying cormorant
obstructed by an oil slick that Irag had released
from Kuwait illustrated Saddam Hussein as an
environmental terrorist. Nevertheless, the story
was false and a clever part of the propaganda.
Actually, the oil slick was caused by Americans who
had bombed an lIragi tanker (Hamelink, 2015).
Another false myth was the reason for the invasion
of lIraq during the second Gulf War. The U.S.
Secretary of State made a presentation to the
United Nations Security Council, claiming Saddam
Hussein was developing weapons of mass
destruction. He asserted that the biological weapon
anthrax could be delivered against Iraq's neighbors
or the U.S. by unmanned aerial vehicles by showing
a small glass vial as proof. The media had covered
this claim on the agenda until none was found after
the invasion by the U.S. military. Years later, he was
forced to admit that his CIA-prepared presentation
was wrong (Roberts, 2021).

Wanta and Hu's (1993) study examined the
agenda-setting impact of international
According to the research, the way international
news is presented in news reports can affect how
important it The study identified
international conflicts, terrorism, crime and drugs,
and military and nuclear weapons as the news
coverage that has the greatest impact on what
people consider important. Besides, stories with

high degrees of conflict and concrete presentations
have the most substantial agenda-setting impact.

Newsmakers report events by framing them,
casting conflicts within a specific definitional frame,
such as liberation struggles, insurgencies, civil wars,
or terrorism. According to Pruitt and Kim (2004, p.
202), each side has its narrative in conflicts, and the
two opponents decode the same events radically
differently. Accordingly, Israelis justify their military
campaigns against Palestinians by talking about the
Holocaust. On the other side, Palestinians justify
their assaults against Israel by talking about Israel's
steady encroachment on their territory and
freedoms. The media in conflict-ridden countries
often use oppositional metaphors to create and
promote factors that facilitate or trigger internal
and external conflicts (Van Dijk, 1988).

Most studies focus on the media's negative
role in conflict escalation and violence (Hume,
1997), with few examining its potential for conflict
resolution and reconciliation (Gilboa, 2009). The
media's role in conflict resolution is more complex
than that of perpetuating violence since resolving
the conflict is complicated. Although media outlets
are often motivated by profit, journalists need to
prioritize balanced reporting to prevent the
escalation of conflicts. Balanced reporting can be
achieved by providing comprehensive coverage of
peace initiatives alongside any renewed escalations.
Additionally, journalists should aim to combat hate
speech to reduce the negative impact of media in
conflict situations.

International conflict news reporting is a part
of the global news flow that Western news agencies
dominate. These agencies are expected to perform
within the limits of news ethics and values;
nevertheless, it is a part of the economy, and these
corporations think of news as revenue where the
limits can be stretched in a liberal market. The
current international economic and security system,
the ownership of the mediums, and national
interests also affect the reporting and coverage of
international conflicts by these mediums. The
coverage of conflicts by Western media agencies
should be analyzed in this sense.
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2. AIM, SCOPE AND SIGNIFICANCE

The main aim of this study is to determine
whether the prominent news outlets cover some of
the international conflict reports more than the
others. A secondary aim is to find out the difference
in the coverage quantities by comparing two recent
conflicts on the agenda. Therefore, two asymmetric
internationally reported conflicts have been chosen
to be analyzed. The analysis is limited to the Russia-
Ukraine and Israel-Hamas conflict news, which was
covered by a prominent news outlet, The New York
Times. The newspaper is selected as the research
universe since it has over ten million individual
subscribers in more than 200 countries and 31
Bureaus worldwide. Besides, the staff won the
Pulitzer Prize for International Reporting, for
unflinching coverage of Russia’s invasion of Ukraine
(NYT, 2024). The sample news is selected from the
onset of the conflict to the present day. This study
will contribute a level of analysis to comprehend
the Western mainstream media’s gravity in global
information dissemination of conflict news.

3. METHOD OF ANALYSIS

Within the scope of the study, the research
question is, “Does the international news media
cover some of the international conflicts more than
the others?" As defined in the introduction, the
Russia-Ukraine and Israel-Hamas conflicts were
selected for the coverage. A quantitative analysis
method is used to find an answer to the research
qguestion. The media coverage of the conflicts was
searched from the New York Times website search
engine (NYT, 2024b) with the query terms
"Ukraine," "Russia," "Hamas," "lIsrael," "War," and
"Conflict." The query was conducted in the NYT
World section. The type of news material was
selected as the articles. Then, the query was made
according to the starting date of the conflicts until
today: for the Russia-Ukraine conflict, 25 months,
and the Hamas conflict, 5 months duration of time.
It is essential to emphasize that not all the articles
are mainly concerned with the conflict in the query
results. However, according to the query terms, the

articles relate to the subject in a sentence or part of
the article. The query results were counted per
month period. Then, the total article quantity in the
world section was compared with the conflict-
related article quantity to determine the
percentage and its inclination regarding the
coverage in time. Besides, the quantity of coverage
of the two conflicts has been compared to deduce a
meaningful inference.

4. COVERAGE QUANTITY OF CONFLICT NEWS

In this part, as explained above methodology,
the coverage quantity of conflict news in numbers is
converted from tables to charts, which is easier to
interpret. The charts are described in terms of the
aim and within the limitation of the study, which
leads us to some findings in the next part by their
interpretation in the light of salient literature.

The above chart demonstrates the number of
total articles in the World section and the number
of articles related to the Russia - Ukraine conflict
per month from the onset of the conflict in the New
York Times website archives. There is a consistent
decline in both parts' article quantities. For
instance, between 24 February - 23 March 2022, in
one month, the total number of articles in the
World section is 1.353, and the number of articles
related to the Russia - Ukraine conflict is 1066.
When we look at the latest date of the quantity,
which is between 24 February - 23 March 2024, the
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total number of articles in the World section is 550,
and the number of articles related to the Russia -
Ukraine conflict is 90. In some parts of the chart,
there are some peaks that may not be in the
expected inclination. Therefore, these parts should
be inspected to determine whether a prominent
event is on the agenda.

The third chart demonstrates the ratio of
Russia - Ukraine conflict-related articles to total
articles by percentage. This chart aims to show the
ratio of conflict-related article numbers in total
since total article numbers may vary according to
other news values and factors. At the beginning of
the conflict, the ratio peaked at 79 percent,
whereas at the latest date, it was 16 percent; on
average, over the two years, it took place as 50
percent of the total articles. There are significant
peaks in specific months, such as Sep-Oct 22, Feb-
Mar 22, and Jan-Feb 24.

The fourth chart exhibits the number of total
articles in the World section and the number of
articles related to the Israel - Hamas conflict per
month from the onset of the conflict in the New
York Times website archives. There is a consistent
decline in both parts’ article quantities. The chart
shows information regarding the article numbers
from the first five months of the conflict. At the
beginning of conflict, between 07 October and 06
November 2023, in one month, the total number of
articles in the World section is 893, and the number
of articles related to the Israel - Hamas conflict is
607. When we look at the latest date of the
quantity, which is between 07 February - 07 March
2024, the total number of articles in the World
section is 604, and the number of articles related to
the conflict is 236.

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The fifth chart illustrates the ratio of Russia -
Ukraine and Israel — Hamas conflict-related articles
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to total articles by percentage in the relevant five
months. This chart aims to show the ratio of
conflict-related article numbers in total and
compare the ratios since different conflict coverage
may differ according to the news values and factors.
At the beginning of the conflict, the ratio difference
was 11 percent, and in the fifth month, the
difference was 12 percent; on the average of the
five months, the difference between the two
conflicts occurred at 9 percent.

5. FINDINGS

In the analysis, the articles containing the
specific terms regarding the Russia - Ukraine and
Israel - Hamas conflicts have been queried and
counted from the onset of the conflict on the New
York Times website. These numbers are compared
with all the article numbers in the World section of
the website. Besides, the article numbers of the two
conflicts have been compared within the same
period.

From the onset of the invasion of Ukraine by
Russian forces up to now, there has been a
consistent decline in article quantities, which
confirms the research (Eyal & Winter, 2016) results
about the decline of news quantity over time.
However, the conflict news contributed to total
article numbers as the total article numbers
remained over one thousand during the first two
months, which is, on average, 756. Although the
heat of the conflict has not died away, the
audience's appetite for consuming conflict news has
waned in two years, or there are more hotspots to
be covered on the agenda within a limited web
space. Therefore, as the conflict persists, it will be
essential for newsrooms to refocus their efforts on
explaining the conflict’s broader implications
according to the level of its audience.

The significant peaks in the specific months
regarding the ratio of conflict-related articles to
total articles, such as in Sep-Oct 22, Feb-Mar 22,
and Jan-Feb 24, are inspected by the news outlet
since there ought to be an event that fits in terms of
news values. Concerning a slight rise in the article
numbers in Sep-Oct 22, some articles are about the

international condemnation of Russia for the
declaration of the annexation of partially occupied
regions. Regarding the articles in Feb-Mar 22, some
of them are mainly about Russia’s inconclusive
offensives in the Donbas. Moreover, during the Jan-
Feb 24 period, Russia started another offensive,
which was covered by some of the articles.

The coverage quantity of Israel — Hamas
conflict news is less than the Russia — Ukraine
conflict compared to the same period as the first
five months, which is 57 percent of the latter. The
difference between the two conflicts occurred at 9
percent regarding the ratio of conflict-related
articles to total by percentage in the similar
timeline. It can be assumed from these percentages
that the NYT covers the Ukraine conflict significantly
more than the other and thus pays more attention
to the news of the Ukraine conflict. The coverage
guantity of Israel — Hamas conflict news decreased
by 56 percent from the onset of the conflict, which
confirms the news appeal in a limited time
according to the agenda of the news outlet and its
limited space for international news.

CONCLUSION

The importance of news media coverage of
conflict should not be understated since it serves as
the primary source of information for the public
regarding the victims of devastating destruction and
aggression in various parts of the world. Without it,
the public would be left uninformed and unaware
of the dire circumstances faced by those affected.
The international media is an essential source of
information, providing early warnings, intelligence,
and concise analysis of conflict situations for all
parties. News coverage by prominent news media
might be meaningful for citizens and policymakers
regarding mobilization, polarization, or
reconciliation decisions in conflict areas. According
to Hoskins & O'Loughlin (2013), the “mediatization”
of war is essential because perceptions are vital to
war. These perceptions comprise those of a public
who can support a war, a government trying to
justify a war, and those in the military themselves
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trying to perceive and understand precisely what is
happening.

Journalists use unique criteria particular to
their profession when deciding which conflicts they
will report on and which not (O’Neill & Harcup,
2009). These criteria do not always agree with those
typical recipients or political decision-makers who
would use them to make their selections. The
nature of conflict reporting is continually changing,
but it is asserted that it is escalation-oriented and
pro-conflict. The conditions of war reporting have
changed, and the actors capable of conducting war
have augmented. With the development of the
internet and social media, the media landscape and
process of public opinion-forming have also
changed. Although the efficiency of Western media
in global news has decreased, it still has agenda-
setting power, and this efficiency can be traced to
international conflict news. Western news
organizations resisted changes in the old
information order, significantly influencing the news
flow. Many countries and regions still rely on
Western media outlets as their primary source of
information. The coverage of international conflict
news is mainly influenced by Western geopolitical
and economic interests. Therefore, it is crucial to
understand the Western mainstream media's role in
covering international conflicts, specifically the
Russia-Ukraine and Israel-Hamas conflicts, which
are crucial topics on the news agenda.

The invasion of Ukraine by Russia is a high-
intensity conflict where interstate wars primarily
characterize violence. The war has become a tragic
result of the long-lasting tensions between Russia
and Ukraine. The long-lasting war in the East of
Ukraine, territorial disputes, unwillingness to find a
compromise, and failure of diplomacy led to a
humanitarian disaster during the two years. The
war led to widespread destruction of civil
infrastructure and the displacement of millions,
leading to a severe refugee crisis. However, the
West has given substantial assistance to Ukraine in
terms of public opinion. This war has become one of
the most heavily mediated and visible conflicts until
recently.

In this study, the significant peaks in the charts
for specific months regarding the ratio of conflict-
related articles to total articles were inspected by
the news outlet to determine whether the event’s
existence fits in terms of news values. From the
search of events, it was found that prominent
developments in the Russia - Ukraine conflict had
an impact on the coverage quantity of the medium.

The conflict in Gaza between Israel and Hamas
has raised the heat in the Middle East and caused
widespread anger among the conscientious public
opinion. Israelis are of the opinion that Hamas must
be defeated as they are traumatized by the attacks
on 7 October. Dehumanizing language has become
a part of the daily political discourse. Therefore,
they seem to show no mercy for the suffering of
Palestinians in Gaza. In this dire situation, the need
for aid in Gaza is high, but the amount permitted to
enter the region is considerably low. Israel also
limits the entrance of journalists to Gaza and
imposes the flow of information over the
embedded ones. Besides, it is iterated (Johnson,
2004) that the mainstream news media covered the
conflict quantitatively more than the other news at
the national and international levels in favor of
Israel.

This study aims to determine whether the NYT,
as a sample universe, covers Russia-Ukraine conflict
reports more than the Israel-Hamas conflict and
find out the difference by quantity to show the
imbalance in the coverage of international conflict
news.

The articles containing specific expressions
regarding the conflicts have been queried, counted,
and compared from the onset of the conflict on the
NYT website. The analysis results demonstrate a
consistent decline in article quantities, which aligns
with the previous studies. The appetite for
consuming conflict news by the audience has
decreased for both conflicts with the onset of the
conflict, or there has to be different news to be
covered on the agenda within a limited web space
of the medium according to the agenda of the news
outlet. Therefore, as the conflict persists, it will be
crucial for newsrooms to refocus their efforts on
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explaining the conflict's broader
according to the level of its audience.

According to the study, the coverage quantity
of the Israel - Hamas conflict is less than the Russia -
Ukraine conflict compared to the same period of
the first five months, approximately half of the
latter one. Moreover, the difference between the
two conflicts regarding the ratio of conflict-related
articles to total articles is nine percent. From these
differences, it can be assumed that the NYT covers
the Russia-Ukraine conflict significantly more than
the Israel-Hamas conflict and thus pays more
attention to the news of the Russia-Ukraine conflict.

In times of conflict, media serves not only as a
source of information but also as an effective
propaganda tool. Western media have been broadly
criticized during the conflict for echoing the

implications

propaganda. The significant difference in the
coverage of different conflicts  explicitly
demonstrates this echo. It should also be

considered that the consequences of the relevant
conflicts might not be the same in the eyes of the
power holders. The Russia-Ukraine war has serious
effects on Western security considerations and
might lead to a severe escalation that would
confront the nuclear powers. Besides, it is hard to
overcome the imbalance in the global flow of
information, as stated in the McBride Report.
Therefore, major international news agencies
continue to be the primary news source for the
newspapers. However, regional news agencies such
as TASS, Xinhua, Kyodo, ABN News, PTI, Fars, and
Anadolu Agency are on track to get more shares
from the pie in setting the international news
agenda. Besides, the networked nature of today's
global media  environment may enable
disadvantaged groups to challenge existing power
holders despite their initial structural disadvantage
during a conflict. Actors of the conflict may have

different communicative resources, but
media systems are intertwined with the existing
power structures. Therefore, these power

structures' relationships with alternative media
need to be further questioned to reveal their
harmful effects on public discourse.
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Abstract

Due to the effects of climate change on natural events, the emergence of certain limitations in the activities of ski
resorts highlights the importance of practices carried out in the face of climate change based on a sustainability
approach.

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INTRODUCTION

After the Industrial Revolution, economic
developments, along with increases in population
and urbanization, have led to environmental
degradation and the generation of intense waste.
This situation disrupts the balance of the earth's
surface with many unnatural human activities and
contributes to the occurrence of events referred to
as climate change (Akinci and Kasalak, 2016).
Awareness of climate change, particularly its
impacts on human life and the observed adversities
worldwide, has brought sustainability to the
forefront as an approach that needs to be
embraced in all aspects of life. The concept of
sustainability has emerged with the aim of
preserving environmental, social, and economic
resources, recognizing and addressing existing
problems, and ensuring the transfer of these
resources to future generations (Yurdakul, 2023).
Therefore, it can be said that sustainability is
crucial, especially for the balanced utilization and
preservation of all resources, particularly limited
natural resources, increasing the quality of life for
future generations, and preserving the world in all
its aspects.

Climate conditions are a significant factor
affecting tourist demand in the tourism sector. In
this context, weather and climate changes greatly
affect tourism activities worldwide (Aygin Ogur,
2022). Thus, the importance of sustainability for the
tourism sector is significant, and this has been
reflected in tourism research, especially after the
United Nations World Tourism Organization
(UNWTO) introduced the 2030 Sustainable
Development Goals to tourism. After this
introduction, the issue of sustainability has been
further investigated (Kusumaningrum, 2022).
Another significant aspect that highlights the
importance of sustainability for the tourism sector
is the trend towards alternative tourism activities
due to the impact of globalization. In other words,
the inclination towards alternative tourism activities
to meet changing holiday preferences and sustain
service quality has increased the importance of
sustainability in tourism for the conservation of
resources and their transfer to future generations.

Reducing the effects of seasonality, one of the
most significant problems in tourism, by revitalizing

the winter period traditionally considered as the
off-season in tourism and ensuring sustainability
can be achieved through ski resorts (Akinci and
Kasalak, 2016). Ski resorts, which are complex
systems based on the combination of both natural
and artificial resources, encompass environmental,
social, and economic activities in resource
utilization and management (Akdogan, 2023).
However, one of the most significant threats to ski
resorts in recent years has been climate change, the
effects of which are increasingly felt. Climate
change can have significant impacts on snow quality
and quantity (Akinci and Kasalak, 2016). In this
regard, transitioning to renewable energy sources,
increasing resource efficiency, and reducing carbon
footprint are essential sustainability practices for ski
resorts to combat climate change and globalization
(Ozgoban, 2019).

The Erciyes Ski Resort, the subject of this
research, is considered one of Turkey's most
important ski resorts, managed by a destination
management organization, with its transportation
network, mechanical facilities, accommodation
options, diversity of slopes, and lengths. However,
no practices related to sustainability and climate
change were found on the Erciyes Ski Resort's
website. On the other hand, the Alps, with their
vast geography and ski resorts in different countries
offering a wide range of skiing services suitable for
every budget and various structures, have been
setting guiding examples for other ski destinations
for many years due to their experience in skiing
activities. Analyses of the websites of ski resorts in
the Alps have revealed a wide variety of practices
related to sustainability and climate change.
Therefore, it is considered important to identify
exemplary practices for all ski resorts based on the
Erciyes Ski Resort and to develop suggestion
accordingly.

In conclusion, this research, conducted based
on secondary data, aims to identify the effects of
climate change on ski resorts in the Alps and
practices to mitigate these effects through content
analysis of the websites of these ski resorts.
Additionally, the aim is to provide guiding findings
and suggestion for the Erciyes Ski Resort, to present
a comprehensive knowledge base that will have a
widespread impact on relevant literature and other

scope of this research is crucial because it will be
comprehensive, covering all ski resorts in the Alps
included in the research universe, and because no
research on the subject has been found in the
relevant literature.

1. CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK

Sustainability

Industrialization, technological advancement,
population growth, and globalization have
increased the demand for natural resources and
energy, leading to a decrease in non-renewable
energy sources. This situation has directed society
towards the use of renewable energy sources and
has led to the importance of the concept of
sustainability in order to leave a healthy world for
future generations (Ceylan, 2019). Sustainability is
an integrative concept that transcends traditional
boundaries of life, typically encompassing
economic, social, and environmental issues that
need to be addressed at multiple levels (Paris,
2016). At the core of the concept of sustainability
lies the idea of meeting the needs of present
generations without jeopardizing the needs of
future generations (Ugurlar, A., 2017). It ensures
the functionality of a system, whether it be society,
an ecosystem, or any system with continuity, by
preserving vital resources without depletion or
degradation (Pelit et al., 2015).

Sustainability is depicted as a triad consisting
of social, economic, and environmental dimensions
(Paris, 2016). If we evaluate the dimensions of
sustainability separately, the social dimension
focuses on the ability of society to meet the needs
of both current and future generations while
preserving their well-being (Akdogan, 2023). The
economic dimension aims to support economic
growth by promoting the efficient consumption of
resources and conducting economic activities in line
with long-term sustainability principles to ensure
the well-being of future generations (Gedik, 2020).
The environmental dimension aims to preserve the
ecological balance and diversity of our planet

through the conservation of natural resources, the
reduction of environmental pollution, and ensuring
the healthy functioning of ecosystems (Janker and
Mann, 2020).

Sustainable Tourism

The tourism sector has long been described
with terms like 'clean industry' or 'smokeless
industry', considering its lesser negative impact on
the environment compared to other industries and
business activities (Sungur, 2012). However, given
that tourism is one of the sectors with the most
intensive use of environmental, economic, and
social resources, and its continuity depends on
these resources, sustainability is recognized as an
approach that aims to maintain the long-term
balance of environmental, economic, and social
impacts, making it a consideration that should
always be taken into account (Garrigos-Simon et al.,
2015; Gudrun et al., 2019; Magnusson et al., 2023).
In conceptualized tourism as sustainable tourism,
sustainability aims to consciously use
environmental resources and preserve the socio-
cultural characteristics of local communities, while
also aiming to provide long-term benefits to both
local communities and tourists, ensuring economic
development (Gedik, 2020).

Sustainable tourism encompasses principles
such as conservation of natural resources,
minimizing environmental impacts, supporting local
communities, respecting cultural values, and
ensuring the distribution of economic benefits
(Yurtsal, 2019). The goal of sustainable tourism is to
provide a positive experience for local communities
in terms of development (Paris, 2016) and to
preserve the unique appeal of tourist destinations
for future generations (Garda and Temizel, 2016).
Especially in areas where natural resources are
heavily used and the conservation of these
resources is necessary for the continuity of tourist
mobility, one of the most important areas requiring
such conservation is ski resorts, where winter
tourism activities take place. In other words, ski
resorts are areas where tourism activities are
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concentrated and where the natural environment
plays a significant role (Tsiaras, 2017).

Key elements in ski resorts include factors such
as climate, natural resources, snow reliability,
precipitation, and temperature conditions, which
are considered prerequisites for snow-based
activities (Demiroglu et al., 2019; Kapatenakis et al.,
2022). Therefore, it is evident that existing and
potential ski resorts are vulnerable to climate
change (Demiroglu et al., 2019). Consequently, it is
crucial for ski resorts to be managed and operated
in accordance with the principles of sustainable
tourism, as they play a critical role in the future
sustainability of ski resorts within the scope of
sustainable tourism.

Climate change, accepted as the main reason
for the emergence of sustainable tourism, refers to
significant changes observed worldwide and
expected in future climate conditions associated
with the increasing concentrations of greenhouse
gases in the atmosphere due to human activities
(Pang et al., 2013). The impact of human activities
on climate change is particularly associated with
factors such as burning fossil fuels, industrial
processes, deforestation, and agricultural activities
(Steiger et al., 2023). These factors lead to a series
of effects, such as rising temperatures, sea-level
rise, extreme weather events, decreasing water
resources, loss of biodiversity, and economic
impacts (Njoroge et al., 2015). Thus, these factors,
referred to as climate change, create various and
serious implications for winter tourism (Steiger et
al., 2022). Factors such as insufficient snow cover,
decreased snow quality, temperature increases, and
unexpected weather events negatively affect the
activities of ski resorts (Ogrin M., 2011). In this
context, due to the effects of climate change on
winter conditions, ski seasons are shortened in ski
resorts, and the quantity and quality of snow show
significant declines. As a result, implementing
sustainable tourism practices and combating
climate change have become crucial to making ski
resorts more resilient to the effects of climate

change and minimizing their potential impacts
(Ahmed and Helhel, 2022).

Erciyes Ski Resort

Winter tourism is a type of tourism conducted
in mountainous regions with heavy snowfall, and
skiing is one of the most important activities of
winter tourism (Cakmak and Yilmaz, 2015). The
increase in the number of ski resorts compared to
the past, the appeal of winter sports to people from
all walks of life, and awareness-raising efforts made
for this purpose have created a wide range of
employment opportunities in snowy areas
(Hendrikx, 2013). One of the successful examples of
winter tourism in Turkey in recent years is the
Erciyes Ski Resort (Ozgoban, 2019). Declared a
tourism resort in 1989, the Erciyes Ski Resort is an
important destination with ski slopes ranging from
1800 to 3000 meters in altitude, offering different
gradients (10% to 30%) and the opportunity to ski in
powder snow with Alpine and Nordic skiing
disciplines (Ayaz and Apak, 2017). It is known that
global climate change has had certain effects on
Erciyes, as in all ski resorts, resulting in a shortened
ski season (Yenice and Ercoskun, 2019).

Alps

Mountains, due to their geographical features
as well as climate and terrain, are one of the most
important natural attractions for modern tourism
(Paunovi¢ and Jovanovi¢, 2017). Among these
natural attractions, the Alps stand out as an
important mountain range in Europe, spanning
many countries including France, Switzerland,
Slovenia, Italy, Austria, and Germany, known for
their high peaks, glaciers, lakes, and impressive
landscapes (Salim et al., 2021). With a total length
of approximately 1,200 kilometers, the Alps (Schmid
et al., 2010) are renowned for their high peaks, vast
glaciers, deep valleys, and lakes (Baud, 2019). The
Alps are one of the most important destinations
with ideal conditions for activities such as
mountaineering, skiing, snowboarding, hiking,
biking, and paragliding (Kérner, 1999). They offer
services in various locations as significant ski resorts
that support winter tourism activities with
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characteristic mountain fauna (Bausch and
Pechlaner, 2019), historical and cultural riches such
as mountain villages, castles, monasteries, and
ancient passes (Veblen, 2008), as well as rivers and
lakes (Stoelzle et al., 2008). It is known that climate
change has a negative impact on all resources in the
Alps (Elsasser and Birki, 2002). Therefore, in

2. METHODOLOGY

In this research, content analysis was
conducted with the aim of examining practices
related to climate change in the Alps, providing
guiding findings and suggestions for Erciyes Ski
Resort, and presenting the expected knowledge
accumulation that will have a widespread impact on
the subject. The web pages of the ski resorts
included in the scope of the research were
subjected to content analysis, which involves
categorizing all recorded content and systematically
summarizing and transforming it into comparable
data (Berg, 2009), with the results generally
indicating the frequency of repetition (Snelson,
2016). All ski resorts in the Alps were included in
the research scope; therefore, no sampling was
conducted. Accordingly, 51 ski resorts were
identified in the Alps, access was obtained to the
websites of 40 of them, and appropriate content for
the purpose of the research was identified on the
websites of 31 ski resorts. The themes examined in

addition to flora, fauna, water resources, historical,
and cultural structures, sustainable tourism
practices and combating climate change are crucial
for the Alps in terms of preserving snow quality and
quantity as a ski resort.

the research were determined by the researchers
based on the practices found in ski resorts, as no
similar research had been conducted before. In this
context, the examinations were conducted based
on 10 themes, including education, certification,
carbon footprint, energy efficiency, resource
efficiency, locality, waste management,
transportation, environmental integration, and
others.

3. FINDINGS

In this section of the research, the frequency
distributions of the relevant ski resorts regarding
the identified themes are presented. In this context,
Table 1 provides the frequency distributions of
practices related to sustainability and climate
change, which are primarily addressed in ski resorts,
for all themes considered.

According to Table 1, energy efficiency
practices related to sustainability and climate
change are more frequently implemented in ski
resorts in the Alps, followed by education and other
practices. However, it is noteworthy that the
implemented practices exhibit a significant
diversity, ranging from locality to transportation,
certification to environmental integration. Another
important point is that this diversity encompasses
practices targeting all dimensions of sustainability.

Providing detailed data on the practices
contained within the identified themes and the ski
resorts where they are implemented is crucial for
the purpose of the research. In this regard, Table 2
presents the practices carried out under the
education theme in ski resorts in the Alps and the
relevant ski resorts.

Table 2 presents the practices related to the
education theme and the matching of these
practices with the ski resorts. In this context,
promoting a sustainability approach and a
responsible purchasing approach to all stakeholders
are seen as the fundamental educational practices
in ski resorts' sustainability programs. Additionally,
integrating sustainability with tourism and providing
eco-driving training for employees are among the
highly valued findings. Sustainability days
emphasizing sustainability and climate change,
educational sustainability websites, scientific

projects related to sustainability, informing about
eco-local community practices, promoting waste
separation at home and during holidays, and
informing programs on local radios are education
practices that ski resorts actively implement. The
practices listed in Table 2 indicate significant steps
towards implementing educational practices and
undertaking necessary efforts to raise awareness
about the seriousness of sustainability issues.

Table 3 provides information about the
relevant ski resorts regarding certification and the
practices carried out in these ski resorts.

In Table 3, certification practices related to
sustainability are listed, indicating that ski resorts in
France take this issue seriously, while there are also
initiatives in Switzerland and Slovenia. Certifications
such as general sustainability program certification,

certification of buildings carrying out sustainability
practices, and certification of mountain destinations
meeting the criteria for sustainable development
with a green snowflake label demonstrate the
importance placed on sustainability.

Table 4 shows carbon footprint practices
related to sustainability and climate change,
indicating that many ski resorts are actively
engaged in these practices. Implementation of
initiatives such as e-bike, e-scooter programs for
transportation, electric "Green Garage" application
for electric vehicles, digital carbon footprint
reduction initiatives, data purging, mobile practices,
central heating systems, and synthetic fuel usage in
snow clearing vehicles demonstrate the
commitment of numerous ski resorts to
sustainability and addressing climate change.

Data regarding the implementation of energy
efficiency practices in ski resorts, encompassing a
wide range of initiatives, are presented in Table 5.

According to the Table 5, it is observed that the
application of electricity generation from
hydroelectric power plants and solar energy,
related to energy efficiency, is being implemented

by many ski resorts included in the research.
Therefore, it can be said that this application is
highly valued in terms of energy efficiency. The
practice of limiting electricity consumption is
observed to be carried out by the Maribor ski resort
in Slovenia. In addition to this information, the
practices of limiting lighting on slopes and special
event decorations, installing geothermal systems to
heat swimming pools, promoting energy-saving
practices, halting artificial snow production during
non-peak times while chairlifts are operational,
prioritizing natural lighting and limiting heating to
19°C, shortening the season by one week to achieve
10% energy savings, closing chairlifts to the slopes
when traffic is reduced, and utilizing thermal
cameras are being implemented by ski resorts in
France. These practices indicate that there is a
significant emphasis on energy efficiency and
sustainability at the national level in France.

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The information in Table 6 indicates that many
ski resorts are engaged in activities related to
preventing the mixing of dirty water with clean
water, preserving water resources, and providing
clean drinking water to everyone. It is observed that
ski resorts are implementing initiatives and

practices related to the use of water-saving fixtures,
the use of software for water conservation in
processes such as measurement, monitoring, and
consumption, and measures to reduce the
consumption of resources such as food and water,
thereby promoting resource efficiency.

Table 7 indicates that many ski resorts have
implemented practices prioritizing the purchase of
regional agricultural products, supporting local
producers for the production of many items, and
adopting policies that highlight local culture and
products, which create employment. In this context,
it can be said that local practices not only improve
the operational efficiency and long-term

sustainability of ski resorts but also increase their
potential for winter tourism.

Waste management is among the most
important practices related to sustainability and
climate change. It is observed that various waste
management practices are also implemented in ski
resorts.

It is observed that the practice of waste
separation at the source is implemented by ski
resorts based in Switzerland and Austria. On the
other hand, ski resorts based in France are pioneers
in establishing recycling centers, recycling ski lift
tires, and composting organic waste.

Although there are practices aimed at reducing
the carbon footprint, particularly transportation-
based initiatives, the theme of transportation has
been specifically identified, and it is presented in
Table 9.

The most popular practices among the ski
resorts listed in Table 9 under the transportation
theme include implementing routes with the lowest
carbon dioxide (CO2) emissions, allocating public
transportation vehicles, and prioritizing the use of
electric vehicles. This highlights the significance of
CO2 emissions in terms of sustainability and climate
change. Additionally, practices such as limiting
vehicle access to the destination to reduce air

pollution and incorporating features like elevators
and escalators in certain transportation processes
are also among the implemented measures.

It can be observed that considerable efforts
have been made in these relevant ski resorts to
implement environmentally friendly practices.
Therefore, the environmental integration theme
has been established in the table below.

Environmental integration practices enable ski
resorts to be managed in harmony with the natural
environment they are located in and to achieve
sustainable tourism goals. In this context, according
to the information in Table 10, practices such as
preserving and enhancing habitats with an intact
environment approach, smart home practices, and
cooling with primitive methods are supported by
many ski resorts to promote environmental
integration. Additionally, practices aimed at
protecting the environment, such as tree canopy

trails, botanical gardens, green buildings and parks,
restoration and preservation of cultural heritage
elements, conservation of national parks and
gardens, buried electrical systems to reduce visual
pollution, and preservation of wetlands through
drainage, demonstrate a diversified approach to
sustainability and climate change mitigation.

Finally, various sustainability and climate
change practices carried out in ski resorts, which
are not included in the above themes, are
presented in Table 11.

In addition to the mentioned themes, it is
possible to mention the presence of other practices
carried out within the scope of sustainability

activities in ski resorts. According to Table 11,
practices such as raising awareness with
sustainability logos, afforestation for climate
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balance, the establishment of voluntary
communities against climate change, and the
establishment of management organizations to
sustain  sustainability in every aspect are
implemented.

4. CONCLUSIONS AND SUGGESTIONS

The purpose of this research is to determine
the effects of climate change and the sustainability
practices aimed at mitigating these effects through
content analysis of the websites of ski resorts in the
Alps, to provide guiding findings and suggestion for
Erciyes Ski Resort, and to present a comprehensive
knowledge base that will have a widespread impact
on relevant literature and other practitioners
affected by climate change. Accordingly, it has been
observed that many practices are being carried out
in the context of achieving sustainability against
climate change in ski resorts.

In ski resorts in the Alps, practices related to
sustainability and climate change, particularly those
concerning energy efficiency, are more frequently
implemented, followed by education and other
practices. However, a noteworthy point is the
considerable diversity in the implemented
practices, ranging from local issues to
transportation to certification to environmental
integration. Another important aspect is that this
diversity encompasses practices addressing all
dimensions of sustainability. By evaluating the
practices carried out in the context of sustainability
and climate change under 11 different themes, it is
possible to draw numerous conclusions based on
the findings obtained.

Education practices play a fundamental role in
achieving sustainable development goals for ski
resorts through quality education. In this context,
education practices can be considered a secondary
and important activity in supporting the
sustainability of ski resorts. These education
practices contribute to raising awareness among
tourism sector employees, managers, community
leaders, and local residents in a correct manner. By
enhancing both individual and societal well-being,

they play a significant role in ensuring the future
success of ski resorts. Thus, not only individual
development is facilitated but also sustainable
tourism practices are adopted, and long-term
environmental awareness is increased, leading to
the conservation of natural resources. For these
reasons, education practices can be seen as a tool
that supports and promotes the sustainability of ski
resorts.

Certification practices are considered an
important tool for the sustainability activities of ski
resorts. These practices determine the quality and
standards of the resorts, officially promote the
suitability of their conditions, and thereby ensure
reliability. Moreover, by demonstrating their
environmental responsibilities to consumers, they
increase their attractiveness among conscious
consumers and provide a competitive advantage

among other ski resorts. Additionally, by
encouraging  continuous  improvement and
development, they play a significant role in

achieving set goals. The efforts in this field are
considered a key aspect of ski resorts' sustainability
strategies and receive support.

The carbon footprint represents the amount of
carbon dioxide (CO2) and greenhouse gases emitted
into the atmosphere by an individual, business, or
ski resort. These gases accumulate in the
atmosphere, raising the planet's temperature and
causing climate change. Therefore, carbon footprint
practices are considered a helpful tool for ski
resorts to reduce their environmental impacts and
achieve sustainable tourism goals.

Energy efficiency practices are crucial within
the scope of sustainability activities, as they provide
economic savings, environmental protection with
less energy consumption, contribute to combating
climate change, and help ensure that the energy
used is more reliable and clean. Therefore, energy
efficiency is said to be of critical importance for the
long-term  sustainability and  environmental
obligations of ski resorts. Within this scope, energy

efficiency practices gain top priority among
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sustainability efforts at ski resorts, and activities
carried out in this area involve intensive efforts.

Resource efficiency refers to the effective use
of limited and rapidly depleting resources. This
necessity is seen in terms of increasing production
capacity, keeping operational costs lower, and
reducing waste. Resource efficiency practices
increase the sustainability of ski resorts and ensure
their continuity in the market. By being perceived as
environmentally friendly and responsible
businesses, these practices make ski resorts
attractive to environmentally conscious tourists.

Localization allows the natural and cultural
riches of a destination to be preserved and allows
these riches to develop within tourism activities.
Offering products obtained from the region's
resources to consumers supports both regional
economies and local employment. Practices
focusing on local values are considered important
for supporting sustainable tourism and contributing
to the local economy at ski resorts. In this context,
localization practices improve the operational
efficiency and long-term sustainability of ski resorts
while also increasing the potential for winter
tourism.

Waste management in ski resorts is crucial for
environmental sustainability and brand perception
in the tourism sector. Waste management practices
ensure the separation and recycling of waste, as
well as the processing of organic waste through
various methods for use in other
Effective waste management contributes to
environmental protection by reducing energy and
water consumption and lowering carbon footprints.

One of the most significant factors contributing
to environmental impacts is transportation,
especially in terms of CO2 emissions. Practices in
transportation vehicles such as electric vehicles,
public transportation, and low CO2 emission routes
are important for reducing adverse environmental
effects in ski resorts. Moreover, the classification of
vehicle entries demonstrates the necessary
sensitivity shown of transportation

resources.

Environmental integration practices enable ski
resorts to be managed in harmony with the natural
environment and achieve sustainable tourism goals.
These practices, aimed at preserving the
environment, are determined to be of tertiary
importance within sustainability activities in ski
resorts. Smart home practices within these
practices have features such as energy efficiency,
remote control, and programmable temperature
settings. Primitive cooling systems, natural
ventilation, and shading techniques reduce the
need for mechanical cooling. Restoration and
preservation of cultural heritage elements are
crucial for maintaining the region's cultural identity
and passing it on to future generations. Moreover,
preserving wetlands through drainage contributes
to the management of water resources in the
region and increases the sustainability of
ecosystems in dry parts of the region.

In addition to the mentioned themes, other
practices carried out within the scope of
sustainability activities in ski resorts can also be
mentioned. Awareness-raising activities through
sustainability logo studies, environmental
awareness  creation, recognition of social
responsibilities, brand value creation, and thus
meeting international standards are important
practices for ski resorts. Reforestation efforts aimed
at maintaining the climate balance in the region
help reduce harmful environmental effects.
Furthermore, the establishment of management
organizations for conducting sustainability studies
in the region is considered important for achieving
sustainability goals, ensuring the correct use of the
region's natural resources, and providing education
and awareness-raising activities. In conclusion,
many sustainability activities are being carried out
by ski resorts in the Alps, highlighting the increasing
importance of sustainability activities with each
passing day.

e Providing education, activities, and incentives

continuity of ski resorts by shortening the
season by one week, as done in Les Deux
Alpes,

Ekonomik faaliyetlerin neden oldugu ekolojik kaygi tiim dinyanin ortak sorunudur. insani gelisme yaninda
sirdarilebilir ¢evre de sdrdirdlebilir kalkinma hedeflerindendir. Cevreyle ilgili kaygilar finansal yonetim ile
teknolojiyi bir araya getirmis ve dijital donlisiim yaratmistir. Hizla yayginlasan finansal teknolojiler (fintek)
surdirilebilir kalkinmanin temel dinamiklerinden biri haline gelmistir. Bu ¢alisma 19 G20 lyesi Ulkeye yonelik fintek
ile ekolojik bozulma arasindaki baglantiyi kaynak verimliligi perspektifinde anlamaya odaklanmistir. Bu dogrultuda
kantil regresyon ve dinamik regresyon modellerinden yararlaniimistir. Kantiller arasindaki marjinal etkileri 6lgebilen
MMQR ile elde edilen sonuglarin saglamlik kontrollerinde dinamik etkileri Olgebilen Sistem-GMM tahmincisi
kullanilmistir. Elde edilen bulgular G20 (lkelerinde fintekin kaynak verimliligi kanalyla ekolojik aciklari anlamli bir
sekilde giderdigine isaret etmektedir. Ayrica bu llkelerdeki hizl gelir artisi ve ticaret ekolojik ayak izini artirarak cevre
tahribatina neden olmaktaktadir. Bu bulgular 1siginda G20 (lkelerinin dijital dénlisime entegrasyonu ekolojik
kaygilardan kurtulmanin anahtari gibi goriulmektedir.

EFFECTS OF FINANCIAL TECHNOLOGIES ON ECOLOGICAL
SUSTAINABILITY IN RESOURCE EFFICIENCY PERSPECTIVE:
EMPIRICAL EVIDENCE FROM G20 COUNTRIES

Abstract

Ecological concern caused by economic activities is a common problem of the whole world. In addition to human
development, sustainable environment is one of the sustainable development goals. Environmental concerns have
brought financial management and technology together, creating digital transformation. Rapidly expanding financial
technologies (fintech) have become one of the key dynamics of sustainable development. This study focuses on
analyzing the relationship between fintech and environmental degradation for 19 G20 countries from a resource
efficiency perspective. To this end, quantile regression and dynamic regression models are used. MMQR, which
measures marginal effects across quantiles, and the system GMM estimator, which measures dynamic effects, are
used to check the robustness of the results. The results indicate that in the G20 countries, finance significantly
reduces environmental deficits through the resource efficiency channel. Moreover, rapid income growth and trade
in these countries increase the ecological footprint and cause. In light of these findings, the integration of G20
countries into digital transformation is seen as the key to getting rid of ecological concerns. Fintech integrated into
economic progress and trade will unlock a sustainable ecology from a resource efficiency perspective with the
support of green finance.

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Modeli olusturan degiskenlerin karsilikl iliskilerine  kisi basi gelir ve ticaretteki artislarin ekolojik ayak

yonelik katsayilara baktigimizda G20 Ulkelerinde izini  artirarak  ¢evreyi  kirlettigi  anlamina
finansal teknolojiler, kaynak verimliligi ve nifus gelmektedir. Degiskenlerin katsayl tahminleri giicli
yogunlugu ekolojik ayak iziyle negatif iliskilidir. Bir  bir regresyon tahmincisi olan MMQR kantil

baska ifade ile bu degiskenlerin cevreyi iyilestirici
etkileri s6z konusudur. Diger taraftan kisi basi gelir
ile ticaret degiskenlerinin pozitif olmasi bu llkelerde

regresyon tahmincisi ile tahmin edilmis ve elde
edilen bulgular Tablo 5’te raporlanmistir.

Sadece en vyiksek kantilde (0.90)
istatistiksel olarak anlamsizdir. G20 lkelerinde
finansal teknolojilerdeki %1’lik artis 0.90 yizdelik
dilim hari¢ tim kantillerde ekolojik ayak izini
ortalama %0.014 oraninda duslrerek cevreyi
iyilestirmektedir.

finansal destekle ve yesil teknolojik inovasyona
katkisiyla slrdirilebilir cevreyi desteklemektedir
(Tamazian vd., 2009). FINTEK, isletmelerin atik
Uretimlerini degerlendirmelerine ve azaltmalarina
yardimci olabilecegi gibi, kripto para birimleri ve
benzeri yenilikgi platformlar aracihgyla,
yatirimcilarin varhklarini daha sirdirdlebilir ve
cevre dostu Urlinlere yonlendirmelerine yardimci
olabilmektedir (Udeagha & Ngepah, 2023).

KV degiskenine ait katsayiyi iceledigimizde;
tiim kantil seviyelerinde negatif ve 0.90 kantil harig
istatiksel olarak anlamh  bulunmustur. G20
Ulkelerinde kaynaklarin verimli kullanimi arttiginda
ekolojik iyilesme yasanmaktadir. Bu etki ilk
kantillerde daha yuksek iken sonraki kantillerde
azalan ivmeyle hareket etmektedir. KV'deki %1’lik
artis ekolojik ayak izini 0.10 ve 0.80 arasi kantillerde
ortalama %0.112 oraninda disirerek cevreyi
surdirdlebilir hale getirmektedir. Elde edilen bu
bulgu literatiirdeki calismalarla tutarh ¢ikmistir (Li

vd., 2020; Plank vd., 2020; Alola & Adebayo, 2023).

FINTEK ile KV degiskenlerinin ayni kantillerde
parelel etkilere sahip olmasi tesadlif olarak
tanimlanamaz. Finansal teknolojiler kaynaklarin

verimli kullanimini destekleyerek ekolojik aciklari
kapatabilmektedir. FINTEK’in enerji sektériine
sagladigi vyesil finansman yoluyla artan vyesil
teknolojiler enerji  tiketimini azaltarak CO;
emisyonlarini disirmektedir (Destek & Sarkodie,
2019). Dolayisiyla ekolojik ayak izi iyilesmektedir.

G20 ulkelerinde NY degiskeninin katsayisi tiim
kantillerde negatif ve anlamli (p<0.01) olarak
bulunmustur. Nifus yogunlugunun beklenenin
aksine ekolojik ayak izini iyilestirici etkisi, geliri belli
bir seviyenin ({stiinde olan (lkelerde nifusun
farkindahginin da yiksek olmasi nedeniyle CO;
emisyonlarinin disiklGgh ile agiklanabilmektedir
(Fan vd., 2006). G20 iilkelerinde nifus yogunlugu
ekolojik ayak izini tim ylzdelik dilimler boyunca
artan bir trendle disiirmektedir. Bu durum, G20
toplumlarinda cevre hassasiyetinin giin gectikce
artigl sonucunu gostermektedir.

KGSYH ve TiC degiskenlerinin katsayilarina
baktigimizda her iki degisken igin katsayilarin tim

kantiller boyunca pozitif ve anlamli (p<0.01)
oldugunu goérmekteyiz. Kisi basi gelir seviyesi
arttikca ekolojik ayak izi azalan bir trendle

artmaktadir. Ticaretin artmasi ekolojik ayak izini
artan bir trendle artirmaktadir. Gelir ile gevresel
bozulma iliskisine yonelik yapilan bircok calismada
gelirin  CO, emisyonlarini arttirdigl  sonucuna
ulasilmistir (Alam vd., 2016; Baloch vd., 2019;
Hassan vd., 2019; Yasmeen vd., 2021).

SONUC

olan bu soruna ivedilikle ¢6zim getirilmelidir.
Onlem alinmamasi halinde artan CO, emisyonlari ve
sera gazl emisyonlari diinyay iklim felaketine dogru
suriklemektedir. Diinya Gzerinde hizla yayilan dijital
donlisim cevre tahribatiyla basa c¢ikabilmenin
anahtar olarak gorilmektedir. Finansal teknolojiye
sahip firmalarin yesil finansman imkanlari sera gazi
emisyonlarini dislirerek sardirilebilir  ekolojiye
katki saglayabilmektedir. Fintekin bu anlamda yeni
yeni yayginlasmaya baslamasi ve sirdirtlebilir

cevre icin ¢ok onemli bir misyona sahip olmasi
¢alismanin odagini olusturmustur.

Calismada finansal teknolojiler, kaynak
verimliligi, kisi basi gelir, ticaret ve nifus
yogunlugunun G20 (lkelerinde ekolojik ayak izine
etkileri 2010-2021 dénemi igin ekonometrik olarak
incelenmektedir. Degiskenlerin katsayr tahminleri,
bagimsiz degisenlerin farkh zaman dilimlerine
yonelik  marjinal etkilerine glicli  cikarimlar
yapabilen MMQR kantil regresyon tahmincisi ile
yapilmistir. Elde ettigimiz katsayilarin saglamliligi
yine glgli bir tahminci olan ve degiskenler
arasindaki dinamik etkileri ortaya koyabilen GMM
yontemiyle kontrol edilmistir. G20 Ulkelerinde analiz
déneminde finansal teknolojiler kaynak verimliligini
artirarak cevreyi anlamli bir sekilde
ivilestirmektedir. Ayrica nufus yogunlugunun da
cevreyi anlamli bir sekilde iyilestirmesi bu Ulkelerin
gelismislik seviyeleri ile agiklanabilmektedir. Ote
yandan G20 (lkelerinde gilinden giine artan ticaret
hacmi ve kisi basi gelir ekolojik tahribata yol
acmaktadir.

Calismada elde edilen bulgular dikkate
alindiginda G20 (ilkelerinde finansal teknolojiler
yayginlastirilarak daha etkin kullanimi saglanmalidir.
Bu dogrultuda gerek kamu kesimi gerek 6zel kesim
fintek uygulamalarini artirmalidir. G20 Ulkeleri, yesil
tahviller, siirdirilebilir endeksler ve vyesil kredi
GrGnleri gibi strdirtlebilir finansal araglarin
olusturulmasini  ve  vyatirimcilara  sunulmasini
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desteklemelidir. Finansal teknolojilere paralel olarak
kaynaklarin verimli kullanimi konusunda farkindalik
yaratiimalidir. Politika yapicilarin, sanayi kuruluslari
ve nihai tuketicilerin enerji verimliligi farkindaliklar
artirilmalidir. Devletler kurumlarina hukuki, teknik
ve finansal olarak destek vermeli ve cevre dostu
enerji  kullanimina  tegvik  etmelidir. G20
toplumlarinin iklim degisikligini azaltmak konusunda
egitim ve farkindaliklari artirilmahdir.

Bu ¢alisma G20 (lkelerine ait panel verilerle
gerceklestirilmistir. Gelecekteki calismalarda farkli
Ulke veya Ulke gruplar igin fintekin gevreye etkisi
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Diinyada meydana gelen dogal ve dogal olmayan afetler insanlarin hayatlarinda farkl aliskanliklar kazanmasina
neden olmustur. 2019 yilinin sonlarina dogru Cin’in Wuhan bdlgesinde ortaya ¢ikan Covid-19 virlsi kisa zamanda
bélgesel bir etki olmaktan ¢ikip Mart 2020 gibi tiim diinyay etkileyen bir salgin olmustur. insanlik karsi karsiya kaldig
bu tablo karsisinda aliskanliklarinda zorunlu degisiklikler yapmak durumunda kalmistir. Bunlarin basinda da tuketim
ahiskanliklar gelmektedir. Bu donemde sosyal mesafenin 6nem kazanmasi, temassiz yasamanin zorunlulugu, evden
cikamama gibi etkenler online alisverise olan ilgiyi arttirmistir. Gida UGrlinleri de online alisverise konu olan
sektorlerin basinda gelmektedir. insanlar artik gida Griinlerini de bilgisayar ve cep telefonlarindan gérmekte,
se¢cmekte ve siparis verebilmektedir. Koronavirls salgininin etkisi ile e-ticaretin market cirosu icindeki payinin arttig
gorulmektedir. Bu durum insanlarin g¢evrimigi alisveris yontemini gida alisverislerinde de etkin bir bigimde
kullanmaya basladiklarini gdstermektedir. Bu ¢alismanin amaci gida perakendeciliginde Covid-19 salgininin tiketici
davraniglarina etkisini e-ticaret kullanimi agisindan incelemek ve degerlendirmektir. Arastirmada dokiman
incelemesi yapilmis ve elde edilen sonuglar perakendecilik sektériinde tuketici davranislarinda ve tercihlerinde
degisim oldugunu gostermistir.

THE EFFECT OF THE COVID-19 EPIDEMIC ON CONSUMER
BEHAVIOR: THE EXAMPLE OF THE FOOD RETAIL INDUSTRY

Abstract

Natural and unnatural disasters occurring in the world have caused people to gain different habits in their lives. The
Covid-19 virus, which emerged in the Wuhan region of China towards the end of 2019, quickly ceased to be a
regional effect and became an epidemic that affected the whole world as of March 2020. In the face of this situation
that humanity is faced with, it has had to make necessary changes in its habits. Consumption habits come first
among these. In this period, factors such as the importance of social distance, the necessity of living without contact,
and not being able to leave the house have increased the interest in online shopping. Food products are also one of
the sectors subject to online shopping. People can now view, select and order food products from their computers
and mobile phones. It is seen that the share of e-commerce in market turnover has increased due to the impact of
the coronavirus epidemic. This shows that people have started to use online shopping effectively for food shopping.
The aim of this study is to examine and evaluate the impact of the Covid-19 epidemic on consumer behavior in food
retailing in terms of e-commerce usage. Document analysis was conducted in the research and the results showed
that there is a change in consumer behavior and preferences in the retail sector.

Dinyayr sosyo-kiiltiirel ve ekonomik bakimdan
etkileyerek buyik degisimlere sebep olan pandemi,
tiketim bicimlerinde, davranislarinda ve tiiketici
yasaminda biylk degisimlere neden olmustur.
Tiketici, kisisel ve ailevi ihtiyaglarinin karsilanmasi
amaciyla mal ve hizmet talebinde bulunan, mal,
hizmet veya fikirlerin nihai kullanicisidir (Cemalcilar,
1996: 33; Gllmez & Dortyol, 2009: 284). Karmasik
bir yapiya sahip olan, pazardaki tlketicilerin
davraniglarini ve nedenlerini inceleyen uygulamal
bir bilim dah (Odabasi & Baris, 2006:16) olan
tiketici davranisi, kisilerin veya gruplarin, mal,
hizmet, fikir ve deneyimleri se¢cme, satin alma,
tiketme, kullanma ve kullandiktan sonra elden
¢ikarmasi ile ilgili stregleri ve tim bu siregleri
etkileyen faktorleri inceleyen bir bilimsel ¢alisma
alanidir (Kog, 2008: 22). Tiketicinin satin alma

Salgin ile birlikte insanlik
hayatini  devam  ettirebilmesi igin  fizyolojik
ihtiyaglarin onemini tekrardan hatirlamak
durumunda kalmis ve asil olanin beslenme gibi
temel ihtiyaclar oldugunu kavramistir. Pandeminin
ilk evrelerinde insanlar endiselerinden kaynakli gida
isletmeleri  6nliinde  kargasaya yol acacak
davranislarda bulunmuslardir. Sonraki sirecte
insanhgin durumu kaniksamasi, 6grenmesi ve yeni
platformlarin  ortaya ¢ikmasiyla satin alma
ahskanliklarinda  degisim  meydana  gelmeye
baslamistir.

Pandemi nedeniyle sosyal mesafe, sokaga c¢ikma
kisitlamalari gibi alinan tedbirler 06zellikle gida,
turizm ve saglik olmak Uzere, imalat, ulasim, egitim,
tekstil ve perakende gibi pek cok sektort etkilemis
ve faaliyetlerin durma noktasina gelmesine neden
olmustur (Temizkan vd., 2021: 1312). Alinan bu
tedbirler ayni zamanda tiketim aliskanlklarinda
zorunlu olarak degisime neden olmustur. insanlar,
boyut, siklk, icerik, degisimler ve stoklar itibari ile
verilen tepkiler, gida glvenligi talebinde artis,
fiziksel mekanlara iliskin kisitlamalar ve saglik
kaygilari, kolay uygulanabilme, kampanya ve
indirimlerin yapilmasi, temassiz 6deme, alisverisin
evde gerceklesmesi gibi nedenlerden dolayi online
ahsveris  gibi  alternatif dagitim  kanallarina
ybnelmeye baslamistir (Pantano vd., 2020; Giiven,
